Rector’'s Welcome

Prezentul demers al Facultatii de Arte si Design din
cadrul Universitdtii de Vest din Timisoara ma bucura
pentru ca are menirea de a mentine vie istoria unei
institutii de cultura importante din Timisoara. Si ce
am fi fara istorie si amintiri ? Nu multd lume stie ca
invatamantul artistic de nivel universitar a precedat in
Timisoara existenta Universitatii de Vest cu cativa ani.
Intre 1933 si 1941, Scoala de arte frumoase din Cluj a
functionat la Timisoara. Actuala noastra facultate de
arte plastice a fost reinfiintata ca si catedra de arte in
1990 reluand un institut care a existat de la Tnceputul
anilor 1960 pana in 1979.

Existenta unei facultati de arte vizuale bine cotate
intr-o universitate comprehensiva este o situatie
extrem de rara n peisajul invatdmantului superior
romanesc. In Bucuresti, Cluj sau lasi artele vizuale
sunt localizate in universitdti de profil. Singura
facultate de arte care a fost mereu cotatd in cea mai
buna categorie valorica alaturi de acestea trei a fost
facultatea Universitatii de Vest din Timisoara, care
sarbdtoreste anul acesta 30 de ani de la reinfiintarea
ei.

Faptul ca Universitatea de Vest din Timisoara include
in oferta sa educationala artele vizuale, asa cum
include si muzica, dreptul sau economia, este un castig
important, subsumabil motto-ului nostru "La UVT,
cultura e capitald”. Exigenta noastrd esteticd nu este
un moft, ci 0 componenta intrinsecd a calitatii vietii.
Contributia pe care Facultatea de Arte si Design o are
n aportul de imagine al universitatii, in functionarea
ei siin amplasarea eiin cadrul retelelor de specialisti
ai domeniului este un element esential al valorii si
complexitatii institutiei noastre.

La UVT credem cu tarie cd rolul unei universitati
comprehensive este de vector cultural pentru regiune.
Universitatea trebuie sa aibd un centru cultural
deschis, asa cum se intampla In numeroase locuri din

This endeavour of the Faculty of Arts and Design of the
West University of Timisoara enchants me as one that

is intended at keeping alive the history of an important
cultural institution in our city. And what would one be
without history and memories? There are not too many
people who know that university education in the domain
of arts preceded the birth of the West University by a few
vears. Between 1933 and 1941, the Belle Arte school of
Cluj functioned in Timisoara. Our present faculty of plastic
arts opened its doors again as an arts departament in
1990, as a continuation of an institute that existed since
the early 1960s till 1979.

The existence of a highly ranked faculty of visual arts

in a comprehensive university is very rare in Romanian
higher education. In Bucharest, Cluj or lasi, visual arts are
located in specialized universities. The only faculty of arts
that has ranked in the best category next to these three
has been the faculty of the West University of Timisoara
which, this year, celebrates 30 years since its being
reopened.

The fact that the West University of Timisoara offers
degrees in visual arts in the same way in which it offers
degrees in music, business or law is an important asset
that goes hand in hand with our motto ,At WUT, culture
is the capital”. Our demand for the aesthetic is not just a
whim but an intrinsec component of the quality of our
lives. The contribution of the Faculty of Arts and Design
to the image of the university, to its functioning and to its
being well-positioned in the network of specialists is an
essential element of the value and the complexity of our
institution.

At WUT, we strongly believe that the role of a
comprehensive university is that of a cultural vector in
the region. The university should act like an open cultural
center, as it often happens in various other places where
the cultural act ,reaches out” to the society. It is obvious
that the Faculty of Arts and Design is a key component in
this sense.

regimului comunist, a 58 de ani de existenta cumulatd
si a 87 de ani de la infiintare.

This album marks a multipurpose moment of the higher
art education in Romania in the context of the historical
and cultural space of Timisoara. The 20th century was a
period of time emphasising complex changes of ideology
and political regime fully experienced by our town, which
always had a strong cosmopolitan side. The materials
composing , The third beginning” album will reveal a
great part of this past by means of documents, critical
contributions, interviews or confessions. And all that
cannot be transmitted by means of a text is going to be
compensated by the representative photos found in the
archives of the institution or in the private ones. This kind
of visual communication has been chosen to evoke the
atmosphere of the past decades and an ineffable range
of feelings and sensations which are present only in the
memory of some colleagues or on the celluloid or paper
support of the Argenta photo.

, The third beginning” refers to a certain year, 1990, when
due to a tenacious artist, Aurel Breilean, the upper school
of art from Timisoara is re-opened for the third time.
2020 represents the anniversary of the three decades
since the resumption of courses, with the fall of the
communist regime, 58 years of cumulated experience and
87 years since its establishment.

The fundamental concept of the album will be illustrated
with the works of the first generation of students in

the 90s, who had the courage to choose our faculty

and make history again. The way in which the faculty’s
community came together at that time was absolutely
essential to define our trajectory and spirit.

The Faculty of Arts and Design will surely continue to be a
dynamic presence in the area of education, creation and
artistic research and will represent a solid pillar in the
construction of the comprehensive character of the West
University of Timisoara.

Aniversarea celor treizeci de ani de la reinfiintarea
studiului dedicat artei in Timisoara a condus la o
rememorare a diferitelor structuri educationale ce au
functionat Tn oras de-a lungul timpului, dovedind, daca
mai era necesar, existanta unei considerabile traditii
academice.

Scoala de arte frumoase din Transilvania la
Timisoara (1933-1942)

Desi rezultatele obtinute In cursul celor sapte ani de
functionare la Cluj (1926-1933) au fost foarte bune,
ministerul de resort a hotarat in 1932, printr-o lege
speciala privitoare la invdatamant, lichidarea Scolii de
arte frumoase din motive de reduceri bugetare,’ cu
toate cd institutia se sustinuse pana atunci dintr-o
subventie minim& acordatd de stat. In aceste conditii
Scoala de arte frumoase a fost invitata de catre

un comitet de oameni de cultura si de artisti sa se
stabileascd la Timisoara.

Capitala Banatului era un infloritor centru economic si
comercial, unde exista deja ca unitate de invatdmant
superior Scoala Politehnicd. Avusesera loc in oras
unele tentative de organizare a unui invatdmant
artistic sub forma unor “scoli libere”, puse in aplicare
de cativa artisti si sustinute de amatorii artelor
frumoase. Una dintre primele initiative de acest gen
a fost “scoala de picturd”, infiintatd in 1914 de Jozsef
Ferenczy, artistul primind in propriul atelier un grup
variabil de discipoli pentru a-i introduce in tehnica
picturii. Aceste cursuri erau dublate si de prelegeri

The anniversary of the thirty years since the re-
establishment of the study dedicated to art in Timisoara
has led to a remembrance of different educational
structures that have functioned in the city over time
proving, if still necessary, the existence of a considerable
academic tradition.

The Transylvanian School of Fine Arts in Timisoara
(1933-1942)

Although the results obtained during the seven years of
operation in Cluj (1926-1933) were very good, in 1932
the relevant ministry decided, through a special law

on education, to liquidate the School of Fine Arts given
the budget cuts', although the institution had hitherto
been supported by a minimum state subsidy. In these
conditions the School of Fine Arts was invited by a
committee of people of culture and artists to settle to
Timisoara.

The capital of Banat was a thriving economic and
commercial centre, where the Polytechnic School had
already existed as a higher education unit. In the town
there had been some attempts to organise an artistic
education in the form of some “free schools’, applied by
several artists and sustained by the amateurs of fine arts.
One of the first attempts of this kind was the “painting
school”, founded by Jozsef Ferenczy in 1914, as the

artist provided his own workshop to a variable group of
disciples in order to make them familiar with the painting
techniques. These courses were also doubled by some
explanatory theoretical lectures in order to make art
understood, and the courses were illustrated with copies
of the originals made by the painter himself. It was only
in 1926 when they laid the basis of an artistic education

teoretice explicative in scopul intelegerii artei, iar
cursurile erau ilustrate cu copii dupa originale realizate
de pictorul insusi. Abia Tn 1926 au fost puse bazele
unui invatamant artistic cu rezultate vizibile - “scoala
libera de pictura si sculpturd” infiintatd de Ferdinand
Gallas si de Albert Varga, carora li s-a alaturat

lulius Podlipny, fost coleg cu Varga la Academia din
Budapesta. Prin aceastd scoala au trecut intre altii
pictorul si graficianul luliu Lausch, Viktor si Julius
Sturmer, Romul Candea, precum si viitorii sculptori
timisoreni Andrei Gall si Andrei Orgonas.

Sediul acestei “scoli libere” a fost Tn mansarda cu
luminator a imobilului de pe strada 3 August 1919

la nr. 13, unde fusesera create mai multe ateliere

de arta care comunicau Intre ele.? Initial, in acest

loc fusese atelierul lui Varga, in care |-a primit si pe
Podlipny, stabilit la Timisoara incepand cu 1926.

Doi ani mai tarziu, In 1928, Varga pdrdsea orasul, iar
atelierul si “scoala liberd” au ramas sa fie conduse
doar de Podlipny pana in 1932. Astfel, inca de la
Tnceputul stabilirii sale In oras, pictorul Podlipny a avut
posibilitatea sd se afirme ca un pedagog in domeniul
artei, neegalat prin exigenta si metodele aplicate.
Talentul sdu pedagogic, seriozitatea si consecventa,
munca continud, dublata de un spirit al disciplinei,
simtul pentru descoperirea tinerelor talente I-au
condus la rezultate deosebite de-a lungul indelungatei
sale cariere profesorale. Dintre tinerii care au trecut In
aceasta perioada prin atelierul sau i amintim doar pe
Leon Alex si pe Stefan Szony.

Din dorinta de a infiinta o institutie publicd de
Tnvatamant artistic la Timisoara s-a constituit un grup
de initiativa, numit apoi Asociatia “Amicii Artelor”
(1926), avandu-l in frunte pe fostul prefect Anton
Bogdan. Asociatia urmdrea infiintarea unei scoli
publice de arta care sd formeze tinerele talente din
Banat. Dupa un timp asociatia a fost restructuratd
de catre omul de cultura Emanoil Ungureanu sub
numele Societatea "Academia Artelor Frumoase”, care
a elaborat chiar un proiect de nvdtamant artistic i

a organizat o serie de expozitii la Timisoara, dintre
care editia din decembrie 1931 - ianuarie 1932 a
fost remarcabild; la aceasta au participat artisti locali
(lon Isac, Cornel Liuba, Oskar Szuhanek, A. Litteczky,
Diodor Dure), dar si invitati din tard (Aurel Popp,

with visible results - “the free school of painting and
sculpture” founded by Ferdinand Gallas and Albert Varga,
also joined by lulius Podlipny, Varga’s former colleague
at the Academy from Budapest. There were some others
who attended this school such as painters and graphic
designers Lausch, Viktor and Julius Stirmer, Romul
Candea, as well as future sculptors from Timisoara,
Andrei Gall and Andrei Orgonas.

The headquarters of this “free school” was the attic with
skylight of the building on 3 August 1919 street at no.

13, where several interrelated art workshops had been
created.? Initially, this place was Varga's workshop where
he had also welcome Podlipny, who settled to Timisoara
starting with 1926. Two years later, in 1928, Varga left
the town and the workshop and the “free school” were
meant to be led only by Podlipny until 1932. Thus, from
the beginning of his establishment in the city, the painter
Podlipny had the opportunity to assert himself as a
pedagogue in the field of art, unequalled through the
exigency and methods he applied. His pedagogical talent,
his seriousness and purposefulness, the continuous work,
doubled by a spirit of discipline, his skill in discovering
young talents led him to great results throughout his long
professional career. Among the young people who spent
some time in his workshop we mention only Leon Alex
and Stefan Szény.

Eager to set up a public institution of artistic education in
Timisoara, an initiative group was established, the “Friend
of arts” association (1926), run by the former prefect,
Anton Bogdan. The association aimed at establishing a
public school of art meant to form the young talents in
Banat. After a while, the association was restructured by
a man of culture, Emanoil Ungureanu, as the ,Academy
of Fine Arts”, which had even elaborated a project of
artistic education and organised a series of exhibitions
at Timisoara, among which the edition in December
1931 - January 1932 was a remarkable one; this was
attended not only by local artists (lon Isac, Cornel Liuba,
Oskar Szuhanek, A. Litteczky, Diodor Dure), but also by
guests from the country (Aurel Popp, Arthur Verona,.

In his article, “An academy of fine arts in Timisoara ?”
loachim Miloia, after he presented all these attempts,
whose outcome was not too obvious, was pleading

for the establishment of an Academy of applied arts

by arguing the “necessity of an artistic taste through
everyday objects”, especially that the industrial tradition
of Timisoara would have imposed such an issue,
beneficial for the future institution, which would stand
out in relation to the other art academies in the country.
A similar opinion supporting the already presented
initiatives was sustained by a poet, Adrian Maniu, in an

trecea in revistd toate aceste incercari, al caror rezultat
nu a fost prea evident, pleda pentru infiintarea unei
Academii de arta aplicatd, argumentand “necesitatea
credrii unui gust artistic prin obiecte de toate zilele”,
mai ales ca traditia industriala a Timisoarei ar fi impus
0 astfel de aparitie, benefica pentru viitoarea institutie,
care s-ar singulariza in raport cu celelalte academii

de arta din tara. O opinie asemandtoare, venind in
sprijinul initiativelor deja prezentate, a fost sustinutd
de catre poetului Adrian Maniu Intr-un articol,® in care
pleda pentru multiplicarea eforturilor culturale in
capitala Banatului prin infiintarea unui post de radio
si a unei edituri. El sustinea crearea unei institutii
adaptate specificului local, in care Scoala de arte
frumoase sa fie “cerutd de personalitatea Banatului Si
nu copiata dupd modele strdine”. Aceastd Scoala ar fi
putut sa se personalizeze prin infiintarea unei sectii
de pictura bisericeascd, condusa de “talente senine”
precum pictorul Anastasie Demian. Autorul isi intarea
afirmatia prin faptul ca o astfel de arta decorativd,
inspirata de motivele din partea locului, ar fi unicd in
tara.

Organizarea invatamantului artistic in
perioada timisoreand

In urma memoriului adresat Ministerului Educatiei
Nationale de catre Scoala de arte frumoase din

Cluj prin care se cerea mutarea la Timisoara a fost
eliberata decizia de functionare* pe mai departe in
noul oras, pastrand organizarea aprobata anterior.
In acelasi timp institutia nu mai figura in bugetul
statului, ea urmand sd primeasca finantare din
partea municipalitdtii si a prefecturii. In ciuda aceste
schimbari administrative, programa de invdtamant
s-a mentinut ca si in anii anteriori, asemandtoare

cu programa institutiilor similare din Bucuresti

si lasi, deoarece Scoala de arte frumoase din
Timisoara ramanea de grad superior. Ca sa fie pe
placul finantatorilor locali se incerca o amplificare a
programei prin infiintarea unei sectii de “artd aplicatd”,

article’ in which he was pleading for the multiplication
of cultural efforts in the capital of Banat by setting up

a radio station and a publishing house. He supported
the creation of an institution adapted to the local
specificity, in which the School of fine arts was supposed
to be “dictated by the personality of Banat, not copied
according to foreign models”. This School could have
personalised by establishing a church painting section,
run by “serene talents” such as the painter Anastasie
Demian. The author strengthened his affirmation through
the fact that such a decorative art, inspired from the
motives of the place, might be unique in the country.

The organisation of the artistic education during
the Timisoara period

Following the memorandum addressed to the Ministry
of National Education by the School of Fine Arts from
Cluj requesting the move to Timisoara, they issued the
decision* to continue operating in the new city by keeping
the previously approved organisation. At the same time,
the institution was no longer included in the state budger,
it was to receive the funding from the municipality

and prefecture. Despite this administrative change, the
educational program was similar to the previous years,
like the program of similar institutions from Bucharest
and lasi as the School of fine arts from Timisoara was
still superior. In order to please the local financiers, an
attempt was made to amplify the program by setting up
an “applied art” section, for which the approval of the
ministry was needed.”

The institution was led in consultation by a “committe”
composed of intellectuals from Banat who had
campaigned for the establishment of the School, among
which Sever Bocu, Coriolan Bdran, Pompiliu Ciobanu,
loachim Miloia, Sabin Evutian, Victor Vlad, Cornel Liuba
were the most well-known. The administrative structure
was like the one in the last year in Cluj: two professors
paid by the ministry - Alexandru Popp, the School’s
director, and Romul Ladea - sculpture, and the others

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pentru care s-a cerut aprobarea ministerului.®

Institutia era condusd consultativ de catre un
“comitet” alcdtuit din intelectualii bdndteni care
militasera pentru infiintarea Scolii, dintre care Sever
Bocu, Coriolan Bdran, Pompiliu Ciobanu, loachim
Miloia, Sabin Evutian, Victor Vlad, Cornel Liuba au

fost cei mai cunoscuti. Structura administrativa se
mentinea aceeasi ca siin ultimul an desfasurat la Cluj:
doi profesori pldtiti de minister - Alexandru Popp,
directorul Scolii si Romul Ladea la sculpturd, iar ceilalti
- Catul Bogdan la desen si picturd, lulius Podlipny la
desen, Anastase Demian la arte decorative, loachim
Miloia la istoria artei, arhitectul Victor Vlad la geometrie
Si perspectivd, arhitectul Cornel Liuba, urmat mai apoi
de Adrian Suciu la notiuni de arhitecturd, dr. Leonte
Muntean la anatomie si Atanase Popovici la pedagogie
- urmau sd fie platiti din bugetul local sau din bugetul
propriu al institutiei. Stefan Gombosiu a fost angajat
secretar al Scolii. Un an mai tarziu Alexandru Popp

s-a retras din functia de director si a iesit la pensie
pastrandu-si doar cateva ore; in functia de director
este ales pentru scurt timp arhitectul Victor Vlad,
inlocuit mai apoi de Romul Ladea, care va ramane
director in perioada 1936-1942, iar Stefan Gombosiu a
fost numit director adjunct. Desi invitat cdlduros sd se
alature corpului profesoral, asa cum fusese si la Cluj,
Aurel Ciupe a refuzat, deoarece devenise intre timp
director al Pinacotecii din Targu Mures. Abia Tn 1940
avea sd revind la Timisoara, in timpul refugiului, si ca
urmare a unei reinnoite solicitdri din partea colegilor
timisoreni.

Desi aparent improvizatd, mutarea Scolii de arte
frumoase la Timisoara, s-a fdcut totusi cu multa
ordine, prevazand in cele mai mici detalii derularea
evenimentelor si organizarea programului. Scoala de
arte frumoase s-a instalat in cateva incdperi ale cladirii
Auto-Clubului “R. R. Banat - Crisana”, aflata inspre
malul Begai, in zona de parcuri a orasului, spatiu
ocupat mai apoi, dupa 1950, de Filiala Uniunii Artistilor
Plastici din Timisoara; interiorul a fost mobilat cu
dotdrile aduse de la Cluj.

Existau doua sectii - una pedagogica si alta
artistica - iar absolventii aveau posibilitatea fie sd
devina profesori de desen, fie artisti liber profesionisti.
Conditia esentiala de admitere pentru prima sectie
era prezentarea diplomei de bacalaureat, iar pentru

be paid from the local budget or the personal budget

of the institution. Stefan Gombosiu was hired secretary
of the school. One year later, Alexandru Popp retired as
director and stepped down preserving only several hours,
the architect Victor Viad was chosen as director for a
short time, then he is replaced by Romul Ladea, who will
remain director between 1936 and 1942, and Stefan
Gombosiu is named as deputy director. Although he was
cordially invited to join the department of teachers, like
in Cluj, Aurel Ciupe refused it as in the meantime he had
became the director of the Art Gallery from Targu Mures.
It was only in 1940 when he returned to Timisoara, during
the retreat, as the result of a renewed request of the
colleagues from Timisoara.

Although apparently improvised, the removal of the
School of Fine Arts to Timisoara was achieved in
discipline, by minutely planning the developments of
events and the organisation of the program. The School
of Fine Arts was installed in several rooms of the building
of Auto-Club “R. R. Banat - Crisana”, located around the
shore of the Bega, in the park area of the city, a space
subsequently taken, after 1950, by the Branch of the
Union of Fine Artists from Timisoara; the interior was
furnished with the endowments brought from Cluj.

There were two sections - a pedagogical and an
artistic one - and the graduates had the opportunity to
become either drawing teachers or freelance artists. The
essential condition for admission for the first section was
the presentation of the baccalaureate diploma, and for
the second they also took other diplomas into account.
The entrance exam consisted of a written test “with a
general subject in the field of art” and a charcoal drawing.

The education, with a duration of four years, took place
according to a program in which the basic subjects, for
the first two years of study, were the figurative drawing
,according to ancient patterns” and ,according to
nature”, sculpture and the decorative drawing. The last
two years demanded a specialization thus students had
the possibility to choose either drawing and oil painting
or sculpture. Studies were completed with notions of
architecture and decorative art.

This new stage of the School of Fine Arts was
characterized by the attempt to adapt to the requirements
imposed by the initiative group from Timisoara, especially
by the creation of a section of applied art which had to
include new specializations: ceramics, metal, decorative
sculpture, furniture, architecture and interior decoration,
advertising graphics as well as church painting.

The diploma exam usually consisted of a drawing test -
nude (in charcoal), a portrait (picture or sculpture) and
a torso (made in the same way, at choice). Some of the
students learning at the School from Timisoara began

interior, grafica publicitara dar si pictura bisericeasca.

Examenul de diplomd consta de regula dintr-o proba
de desen - nud (in carbune), un portret (pictura sau
sculpturd) si un tors (realizat in acelasi fel, la alegere).
O parte dintre studentii Scolii timisorene isi incepuserd
cursurile la Cluj si venisera sa-si incheie studiile si sa
obtind diploma la Timisoara. Dintre acestia i amintim
pe Tasso Marchini, Constantin Dinu llea, Andras

Kés. Numarul lor s-a completat cu altii, dintre care
recunoastem numele unor viitori artisti: Lucia Piso
Ladea, Maria Kiraly Ciupe, Simion Mdrcus. Printre
absolventii de la Timisoara, in 1934, se numadarau Tasso
Marchini, artist deja format, un talent precoce si Maria
Kiraly Ciupe.

Rezultatul fiecarui an de studiu devenea vizibil in
expozitiile de final, deschise de obicei in sala Palatului
Cultural (fost cinema “Select”, astazi “Studio”). La
incheierea primului an a fost organizata o expozitie,
in al carei catalog®apar numele participantilor - la
pictura: T. Marchini, Letitia Muntean, Nicolae Brana,
lon Vlasiu, Dinu llea, Antal Fulop, Petru Abrudan,
Emeric Hajos; la sculptura: J. Szervatiusz, |. Vlasiu,
Lucia Piso, Stefan Gombosiu. Expozitia s-a bucurat
de un real succes demonstrand ca exista deja o
tanard generatie de artisti transilvaneni si banateni.

their studies at Cluj and came to complete their studies
and get their diplomas at Timisoara. Among these we
mention Tasso Marchini, Constantin Dinu llea, Andrds
K&s. Their number was completed with some others, we
recognise the names of some future artists: Lucia Piso
Ladea, Maria Kirdly Ciupe, Simion Mdrcus. Among the
graduates from Timisoara, in 1934, were Tasso Marchini,
an already trained artist, an early talent and Maria Kirdly
Ciupe.

The result of each year of study was visible at the final
exhibitions, which were usually organised in the hall of
the Cultural Palace (the former “Select” cinema, today
the “Studio”). At the end of the first year they organised
an exhibition whose catalog® suggests the names of the
participants - painting: T. Marchini, Letitia Muntean,
Nicolae Brana, lon Vlasiu, Dinu llea, Antal Filop, Petru
Abrudan, Emeric Hajos; sculpture: J. Szervdtiusz, |I.
Viasiu, Lucia Piso, Stefan Gombosiu. The exhibition was
really successful proving that there had already been a
generation of artists from Transylvania and Banat. As
proof of this success are the works purchased from the
exhibition either by collectors (the man of culture Virgil
Birou, but also Sabin Drdgoi), or by the Banat Museum
through the visionary effort of loachim Miloia.”

An important experience, which unfortunately had no
outcome, was the summer colony organised due to Stefan
Gombosiu in 1935 at Oravita.? On his initiative, and given
his material help, the students lived in the small locality

in the south of Banat during the summer time, working

in “plein-air” like in the famous model, the colony from
Baia Mare. Gombosiu wanted to transform this event

into a regular activity, an annual colony also involving
students from Bucharest and lasi, in order to create

a communication between the members of different
academies, the future artists of the country. In an article
published in Fruncea,® he emphasised the model provided
by Tonitza who, in the summer of 1935, decorated the
Durdu hermitage with the students. The activity in the

O experienta importantd, dar din pacate ramasa

fara urmadri, a fost colonia de vard, organizata prin
strddania lui Stefan Gombosiu in 1935 Ia Oravita.? Din
initiativa si cu ajutorul material al acestuia, studentii

au locuit pe timpul verii in mica localitate din sudul
Banatului, lucrand in “plein-air” dupa modelul, devenit
celebru, al coloniei de la Baia Mare. Gombosiu avea
intentia sa transforme acest eveniment intr-o activitate
regulatd, o colonie anuald la care sd participe si
studenti din Bucuresti si din lasi, cu scopul de a crea o
comunicare intre membrii diferitelor academii, viitorii
artisti ai tarii. Intr-un articol aparut in Fruncea,® el
facea apel la modelul oferit de Tonitza, care, in vara
anului 1935, decorase impreund cu studentii schitul
Durdu.

Statutul Scolii de arte frumoase si
transformarea ei in Scoald de arte
decorative (1940-1942)

Statutul Scolii de arte frumoase din Timisoara era
destul de nesigur, diplomele nu erau recunoscute, iar
tinerii artisti se loveau necontenit de greutati, situatia
ramanand echivocd. Abia prin decizia ministeriala din
20 iunie 1939 soarta institutiei se va clarifica, fiind

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colony from Oravita ended with an exhibition consisting
of almost 80 works. Yet, for reasons that are easy to
understand, if we think of the material means owned

by the School from Timisoara, the experience was not
repeated anymore, to the regret of the students and
professors.

The status of the School of Fine Arts and its
transformation into a School of decorative arts
(1940-1942)

The status of the School of Fine Arts from Timisoara was
rather uncertain, the diplomas were not acknowledged,
and the young artists were constantly coping with
hardships, and the situation was ambiguous. It was
only the ministerial decision issued in June 20, 193970
which clarified the fate of the institution; from that date
it was considered a private school and consequently
enjoying no rights conferred on state academies. The
graduates did not have their studies acknowledged and
could not hold the positions of drawing teachers. The
uncertainty experienced by the institution is reflected in
the archive of the School of Fine Arts especially in 1939,
namely by means of two addresses to the Ministry of
National Education and the President of the Chamber
of Deputies from Bucharest which required that the
problem regarding the diplomas of the graduates from
Timisoara be solved equitably. A set of other documents
was addressed to the City Hall of Timisoara and asked
for the preservation of the subvention or the employment
of the staff belonging to the School of Fine Arts. In

their attempt to save the School by finding its practical
Justification related to the town’s profile, the teachers
proposed the establishment of a section of applied arts.
As an industrial town, Timisoara seemed the ideal place
for the development of a craft centre. The bad taste and
carelessness regarding the consumer goods demonstrated
the lack of decorative artists. Therefore, the professors
teaching at the school from Timisoara wanted this school
to be superior, a kind of Kunstgewerbe Hochschule

and train “decorators” for the theatre, drawers for the
“institutes of graphic art”, interior decorators, leaders of
artistic ceramics workshops, creators of models for the
porcelain factories or fabric manufactures and finally
decorative sculptors. There was even a proposal for
some graduates to become masters of manual work in
secondary education.

The demands of the School’s management were
approved, in 1941 the School of Decorative Art started

De aceea profesorii scolii
timisorene doreau ca aceastd scoald sa ramana de
grad superior, un fel de Kunstgewerbe Hochschule si
Sa pregdteascd “decoratori” pentru teatru, desenatori
pentru “institutele de artd graficd”, decoratori de
interioare, conducdtori de ateliere de ceramica
artistica, creatori de modele pentru fabricile de
portelan sau pentru manufacturile de tesdaturi, in
sfarsit, sculptori decoratori.

Solicitdrile conducerii Scolii au fost aprobate, din 1941
a inceput sa functioneze Scoala de artd decorativa, iar
primul director a devenit Anastase Popa, profesorul
de geometrie descriptiva (rdmas in functie pana in
1945); corpul profesoral era format din Anastase
Demian, Aurel Ciupe, Romul Ladea, lulius Podlipny.

to function, and Anastase Popa, professor of descriptive
geometry, became the first director, (still in function until
1945); the teaching staff was composed of Anastase
Demian, Aurel Ciupe, Romul Ladea, lulius Podlipny.
Anastase Demian and Simion Mdrcus followed the
management of the school. Between 1942 and 1944 the
School functioned in a villa on Colonel Enescu Street.

The new institution functioned according to a curriculum
which provides general courses of fine art in the first two
vears of study: drawing, modelling, studies regarding
decorative compositions, and the last two years focused
on the specialization in one of the four exting sections:
painting and decorative sculpture, interior architecture,
graphics. The diploma exam consisted in three tests:

a nature drawing made of coal, a specialised work
transposed into some finite material, as well as the
technical project of this work, will all the necessary details,
including a precalculation. The desire to found such a
school of industrial arts was perfectly legitimate: it was
already in the 1900 when, starting with the “Jugendstil’,
then the Bauhaus School and the “Art Déco” during the
interwar period, the interior decoration, the poster and
book graphics, just like the decorative arts, passed from
the periphery of art to the centre of European artists’
concern. Such schools already existed in more artistic
centres such as Berlin, Vienna, even Budapest, where they
found the ,Higher School of Industrial Arts” towards the
end of the 19th century.

The request to transform the existing institution into a
LSpecial school of industrial art” was renewed in 1940,
especially as the law on vocational education had already
been enacted in the same year. The Ministry of Public
Instruction was to join the reform project of the School

of Fine Arts which in 1941 decided to transform it into a
School of Decorative Arts in order to form some:

“1. Artists who are able to create models for all the
industries referring to the decoration of the house and
street.

2. painters and sculptors who are able to bring
architecture an intelligent collaboration, to provide
graduates some practical artistic disciplines to rise
industry to an artistic level”.

The subsidy granted to the School of decorative arts

came from the municipality, the Chamber of Industry
and Commerce, as well as from the Chamber of Labour.
Because of financial reasons, the institution could no
longer pay the rent of the headquarters it had occupied
since 1933, being forced to move to the “Lloyd” building
which used to house various other institutions, and later,
to the Municipal Theatre, where it remained until 1946. In
this space professor Podlipny also initiated a free drawing

La
proiectul de reformare a Scolii de arte frumoase din
Timisoara avea sda adere si Ministerul Instructiunii
Publice, care in 1941 decidea transformarea acesteia
in Scoald de arte decorative, in scopul formarii unor :

1. artisti capabili sa creeze modele pentru toate
industriile care se referd la decorul casei cat si al
strazii.

2. pictori si sculptori capabili sa aduca arhitecturii
o inteligentd colaborare, cu un cuvant de a da
absolventilor discipline cu caracter artistic practic,
intru ridicarea industriei pe plan artistic”.

Subventia acordatd Scolii de arte decorative venea
din partea municipalitatii, a Camerei de Industrie si
Comert, precum si din partea Camerei de Munca.
Din motive financiare institutia nu a mai putut pldati
chiria sediului pe care I-a ocupat din 1933, fiind
nevoitd sa se mute in clddirea imobilului “Lloyd” care
addpostea diferite alte institutii, iar mai tarziu in
cladirea Teatrului municipal, unde va rdmane pana in
1946. In acest spatiu profesorul Podlipny a initiat si
un curs liber de desen pentru iubitori de arta printre
care il regasim pe Stefan Szony intre altii. O data cu
Infiintarea Operei din Timisoara, Scoala a trebuit sa
evacueze din nou spatiile pe care le detinea. Seria de
mutari a continuat, urmatorul sediu fiind cel al cladirii
Conservatorului (fosta mdndstire franciscana), apoi in
cladirea Bastionului Cetdtii, in localul ocupat mai tarziu
de Sectia de etnografie a Muzeului Banatului. Printre
absolventii acestei Scoli din aceastd perioada s-a
numadrat si pictorul Diodor Dure.

course for art lovers, among which we find Stefan Szény
and some others. When the Opera from Timisoara was
established, the School had to evacuate the spaces it
owned again. The series of moves continued and the

next headquarters were represented by the Conservatory
building (the former Franciscan monastery), then by the
building of the Citadel Bastion, on the place later occupied
by the Etnography Section of the Banat Museum. Among
the graduates of this School at that time we can also
mention a painter, Diodor Dure.

However, the transformation of the School of Fine Arts
from Timisoara into a secondary school of decorative
arts was achieved through a new ministerial decision
in 1942, the date when the activity of the institution
founded in 1926 in Cluj, then moved to Timisoara, was
completed.

Referring to the importance of this school in the
Romanian artistic education, Vilhelm Benes wrote some
appreciative pages in a complex article entitled “Two
Decades of Transylvanian Fine Arts” published in the
magazine from Cluj, Gond romanesc, no. 7-8 din1939'?
:“The School of Fine Arts, established at Cluj in 1926

and moved to Timisoara, given the lack of premises,
other shortcomings and insatisfactions in 1933, was to
be, as long as it was in Cluj, like in the following years in
Timisoara, the nucleus that kept the artistic movement
alive in Transylvania. (...) it was meant to represent an
epoch in the totality of the artistic atmosphere. It is sad
that the importance of this school could not be noticed
by those who had the duty to do it (...). The best elements
from the last generation of Transylvanian artists derived
from the school’s workshops. And if nowadays we can
rely on some names related to this generation, it can be
strongly stated that is only due to the spirit and quality of
the school’s teaching staff (...)".

The High-School of Fine Arts Timisoara

As we have already mentioned, the School of fine arts,
which in the meantime became a decorative arts school,
lost its top rank in 1942 becoming a secondary school,
the only one in the country defined by this specificity; at
this institution one could study painting and decorative
sculpture, as well as ceramics. This profile was also
preserved after the Educational Reform in 1949, in which
the title changed again: Technical middle school of
decorative arts. In the same year, given the establishment
of the Institute of Fine Arts in Cluj and Bucharest, most

Transformarea Scolii de arte frumoase din Timisoara
in scoala secundard de arte decorative s-a efectuat
Insa printr-o noud decizie ministeriald din 1942,
data la care se poate socoti incheiata functionarea
institutiei Infiintata in 1926 la Cluj si mutata apoi la
Timisoara.

Despre importanta acestei scoli Tn invdtamantul
artistic romanesc, Vilnelm Benes scria cateva pagini
apreciative Intr-un amplu articol intitulat “Doua decenii
de arta plastica ardeleand” aparut in revista clujeand
Gand romanesc, nr. 7-8 din1939'? : “Scoala de arte
frumoase, infiintata la Cluj in anul 1926 si mutata

la Timisoara din lipsa de local si din alte lipsuri si
nemultumiri in 1933, avea sa fie, atata timp cat a stat
la Cluj, ca sin anii urmdtori de la Timisoara, focarul
care intretinea vie miscarea artistica in Ardeal. (...)
avea sd insemne in totalitatea atmosferei artistice o
epoca. Este trist ca nu s-a putut observa de cdtre cei
care aveau datoria s-o facd, importanta acestei scoli
(...). Cele maibune elemente din ultima generatie a
artistilor ardeleni au iesit din atelierele scolii. Si dacd
astazi putem conta pe cateva nume din aceasta
generatie se poate afirma cu tarie ca numai spiritului si
calitatii corpului didactic al scolii i se datoreste (...)".

Liceul de Arte Plastice din Timisoara

Asa cum am mai ardtat, Scoala de arte frumoase,
devenita intre timp de arte decorative si-a pierdut
in 1942 rangul superior devenind o scoald medie,
singura din tard cu acest specific; la aceasta institutie
se studia pictura si sculptura decorativd, precum

Si ceramica. Acest profil a fost mentinut si in urma
Reformei invatdmantului din 1949, in care titulatura
s-a schimbat din nou: Scoald medie tehnica de

arte decorative. In acelasi an, o datd cu infiintarea
Institutului de Arte Plastice din Cluj si din Bucuresti,
majoritatea profesorilor au plecat, reorientandu-

se spre invdtamantul superior de arta (A. Ciupe, A.
Demian, R. Ladea), iar in 1950 a parasit Timisoara i
C. Bogdan. Din vechiul corp profesoral singurul care
va ramane este lulius Podlipny, atasat cauzei scolii
si legat de oras. Grupul profesorilor s-a innoit prin
venirea altor artisti: Franz Ferch preda picturd, Juliu
Szapanos - gravurd, inlocuit mai tarziu de losif Odry,

of the teachers left, reorienting towards the high artistic
education (A. Ciupe, A. Demian, R. Ladea), and in 1950

C. Bogdan also left Timisoara. From the old teaching
staff, the only one who remained was lulius Podlipny,
attached to the cause of the school and fond of the city.
The group of professors renewed by the arrival of other
artists: Franz Ferch was teaching painting, Juliu Szapanos
- engraving, he was later replaced by losif Odry, Artur
Vetro - sculpture, but after his departure to Cluj he was
replaced, in 1951, by Andrei Gal who, at that time, was
also the director of the school, a function preserved until
1955. Regarding the theoretical courses, we can mention
Simion Mdrcus (descriptive geometry and perspective),
Grigore Stefan, for a while he taught the history of arts,
he was later replaced by Andreas Lillin and Dr. Stefan
Munteanu (artistic anatomy). In 1957, as a consequence
of a new reform, the fine art schools are transformed into
high-schools, as a result of this normative act, they also
established, among some others, the Fine Art High-school
from Timisoara.

Besides master Podlipny, a really important role in the
stability of the institution was held by Simion Mdrcus, a
graduate of the Academy from Timisoara, who knew the
specific didactic issues very well, who had been in charge
with the school’s management for years, balancing and
softening the asperities among generations. In 1957

the first graduates of the newly established Institutes of
Fine Arts from Cluj and Bucharest started to arrive to
Timisoara - Aurel Breilean, Victor Gaga, Gabriel Popa,
Romul Nutiu or Octavian Maxim, enriched in 1962

by Constantin Flondor, Karin and Stefan Bertalan,
Karola Fritz, Béla Szakdts. These young people were
already formed in another spirit, which was close to
contemporary values, and through their creations, and
theoretical effort, the school was reinvigorated.

This new and inciting guideline is also felt by the students,
who valued the young professors’ pedagogical ambition,
this is what Doru Tulcan stated: “Podlipny was mainly
using the pencil technique when studying drawing. With
Bertalan we used the coal. Even this detail can suggest

a lot regarding these two work methods. The first one
demanded a certain rigour (without any erasures),; each
tone had to be placed with millimeter precision to its
place, while the coal was perfectly molding to Bertalan’s
incendiary character: erasures, recurrences, paper tears,
a new beginning, the first experience in front of the model,
the miracle of the interior construction, the expressiveness
of the model. The coal modeling was more spontaneous,
you felt a certain safety in front of the paper, having the
chance to correct yourself in a much easier way”.”?

Dorinta de a se informa, cu o vaditd deschidere pentru
nou, a devenit o caracteristica ce i definea pe tinerii
profesori. Interesul pentru complexitatea problemelor

The desire to be informed, with an obvious openness to
the new, became a characteristic which defined the young
professors. The interest in the complexity of problems
emphasised by interdisciplinarity and in various fields

of study was fully empowered by the ,Bionic circle”
conducted by professor Eduard Pamfil.

In this context Stefan Bertalan and Constantin Flondor
associated in order to study artistic structures, and with
Roman Cotosman they set up an experimental group,
111. The individual research issues - constructivism,
kinetics, op-art, the artist’s relationship with the public
space and his intervention in the city - became research
topics for the young professors who were decided to
change the academic teaching methods suggesting a
greater elasticity and a sustained interest in the grammar
of artistic forms. After the success of the artists belonging
to Group 111 at the constructivist Biennial from Ndrnberg
in 1969, Bertalan and Flondor returned to the high-school
eager to improve their pedagogical methods and rise
them to the level of the most topical artistic issues. The
two of them decided to remake the group (dissolved after
the departure of Cotosman) and coopted more graduates,
who had become teachers at the Art High-school from
Timisoara (Doru Tulcan, Elisei Rusu, lon Gaita), the new
group was named Sigma. In this context they studied a
lot together starting with the “Figurative theory” from the
“Pedagogical notebooks” of Paul Klee, translated from
German by Karin and Stefan Bertalan, together with
Carola Fritz and continuing with the writings of J. Itten, W.
Kandinsky, V. Vasarely or N. Schoeffer.

Eager to update the knowledge taught during the
high-school, the group of professors proposed the
transformation of the Art High-school from Timisoara
into an experimental high-school, based on industrial
aesthetics, in which the design was meant to be
introduced as an object of study. Noticing that the
drawing curriculum was outdated as it formed only the
“ability of sensitive transposition on a bidimensional
surface”, they wanted “the formation of some active
behaviour, for organising the environment, and of some
capacities to receive and select the esthetic messages
derived from the environment”. Since the beginning of
1970 the management of the high-school'* asked the
Ministry of Education to approve the establishment,
starting with the next school year, of a workshop called
Designing esthetic forms, that was designed as a training
laboratory for artistic environmental interventions
(projects regarding the design of shop windows, projects
for light or space-dynamic advertisements, projects

for packaging or different objects - lighting objects,
furniture, toys etc.). the demand was motivated by the

Dorind sa actualizeze cunostintele predate in liceu,
grupul profesorilor propun transformarea Liceului de
Arte Plastice din Timisoara intr-un liceu experimental,
axat pe esteticd industriala si in care design-ul sd

fie introdus ca obiect de studiu. Constatand cd
programele de desen sunt depdsite, deoarece
formeazd doar “abilitatea de transpunere sensibild

pe o suprafata bidimensionald”, se doreste “formarea
unor comportamente active de organizare a mediului
Si a unor capacitati de receptare si selectare a
mesajelor estetice venite dinspre mediul ambiant”.

changes at the level of society, the dynamics of economic
and industrial development, as well as by the lack of
professionists capable of properly replying to these
major artistic and technological transformations at the
beginning of the 70s. The address was accompanied by
a draft curriculum which proposed, for the first time on
the national level, the Study of the form correlated with
the Creation of useful forms and a Technical workshop
for prototype models, the curriculum was completed
with a photo course and some interdisciplinary classes,
which were to be taught by different specialists from
various domains, according to the needs dictated by the
specialized workshop. Thus, the High-school of Fine Arts
from Timisoara had formed, in a certain period of time, a
preamble for an institute with a higher academic status.

The Faculty of Fine Arts / The Pedagical Institute
from Timisoara (1960-1979)

In 1960, given the decision of the Ministry of Education,
several Faculties of Fine Arts (drawing) were established
in the main university centres in the country (Bucharest,
Cluj, lasi, Timisoara). This is how the Faculty of Fine Arts
was also established, within the three-year Pedagogical
Institute of the University in Timisoara, a completely new
institution which aimed at training teachers to teach
drawing in the gymnasium. A special contribution in
the establishment of this faculty is marked by painter
Aurel Breilean', a graduate of the Institute of Fine Arts
in Cluj, who was the first head of department for plastic
arts, together with Constantin Popovici, the head of
department for theoretical disciplines and the dean

of the Faculty. The development of the artistic centre

in Timisoara, and of the specialised education, were
firstly related to the establishment of a great number of
graduates from various university centres in the town;
they were the ones to influence the development of

the institution through their active participation in the
organising process of education and to determine the
establishment of the Timisoara branch of the Fine Artists
Union.

The Faculty of Fine Arts was divided in two departments:
the department of the specialised practical disciplines
(artistic drawing, painting, composition, sketches,
artistic techniques) and the department of theoretical
and practical disciplines (the lineary drawing and the

Facultatea de Arte Plastice / Institutul
Pedagogic din Timisoara (1960-1979)

In 1960, printr-o decizie a Ministerului Invatdmantului,
au luat fiintd mai multe Facultati de Arte Plastice

(de desen) in principalele centre universitare din

tara (Bucuresti, Cluj, lasi, Timisoara). Astfel a aparut

si Facultatea de Arte Plastice, in cadrul Institutului
Pedagogic de trei ani a Universitdtii timisorene,
institutie complet noua care avea ca scop pregdtirea
cadrelor didactice care sa predea desenul in
nvatamantul mediu. O contributie deosebita la
infiintarea acestei facultati i-a revenit pictorului Aurel
Breilean, absolvent al Institutului de Arte Plastice

geometrical drawing, descriptive geometry, perspective,
technical drawing, teaching and calligraphy methodology,
the history of arts, modelling and decorative art). The
first department was led by Aurel Breilean, specialised in
painting; the other teachers were Adalbert Luca, Romul
Nutiu, Leon Vreme, Gabriel Popa, Zoltdn Molndr, Zofia
Krzyzanowska, lon Mihdescu - painting, lon Sulea-Gorj
and Friederich Schreiber - monumental painting, and
Lidia Ciolac and Hildegard Fackner - graphics. The second
department was led by Constantin Popovici, who was
teaching the perspective, and it also included teachers like
Vasile Muntean - methodology and calligraphy, Victor
Gaga and Petru Jecza, - artistic modelling and anatomy,
Deliu Petroiu and Nichifor Somesan - the history of arts,
Eugenia Dumitrascu Luca and Virginia Baz Baroiu -
decorative arts, Octavian Maxim - modelling.

In the first year the Faculty started its courses with about
65 students, in an improvised space in the building of the
former orphanage ,Ghizella”, located on the Pestalozzi
street, reserved to the Pedagogical Institute. The project
for the new headquarters of the University in Timisoara
was carried out by an architect, Hans Fackelmann’s, who
developed a complex plan, having some buildings which
also included inner courtyards thus all the spaces were
luminous and situated in the proximity of nature. In the
planimetric disposition of the building, the architect had
reserved the section from the east in relation to the main
entrance for the Faculty of Fine Arts and had provided
large workshops on the ground floor and first floor. The
study spaces were generous just like the wide corridors,
where they permanently exposed the best works of the
students.

The analytical programs were conceived minutely,
comprising a diversified range of artistic topics, in order
to accomplish a good training of the future teachers
who had to know and master both the study of the
artistic language, which they were supposed to share
with students, and the issues regarding pedagogy,
methodology or artistic techniques, completed with

Facultatea de Arte Plastice era Impartita in doua
catedre: Catedra disciplinelor practice de specialitate
(desen artistic, picturd, compozitie, crochiuri, tehnici
artistice) si Catedra disciplinelor teoretice si practice
(desenul liniar si desenul geometric, geometrie
descriptivd, perspectivd, desen tehnic, metodica
predarii desenului si a caligrafiei, istoria artei, modelaj
si artd decorativa). In prima catedr, condusa de Aurel
Breilean, cu specialitatea pictura, cadre didactice

erau Adalbert Luca, Romul Nutiu, Leon Vreme,
Gabriel Popa, Zoltan Molnar, Zofia Krzyzanowska,

lon Mihdescu la picturd, lon Sulea-Gorj si Friederich
Schreiber la pictura monumentald, iar Lidia Ciolac

si Hildegard Fackner la graficd. Cea de-a doua
catedrd, condusd de Constantin Popovici, care preda
perspectivd, fi reunea pe: Vasile Muntean la metodicd
si caligrafie, Victor Gaga si Petru Jecza, la modelaj si
anatomie artistica, Deliu Petroiu si Nichifor Somesan
la istoria artei, Eugenia Dumitrascu Luca si Virginia Baz
Baroiu la artd decorativa, Octavian Maxim la modela;.

In primul an Facultatea si-a inceput cursurile cu
aproximativ 65 de studentj, intr-un spatiu improvizat
In cladirea fostului orfelinat ,Ghizella” de pe strada
Pestalozzi, rezervatd Institutului Pedagogic. Proiectul
pentru un nou sediu al Universitatii din Timisoara a
fost realizat de catre arhitectul Hans Fackelmann'e,
care dezvolta un plan complex, avand corpuri de
cladire ce cuprindeau si curti interioare, astfel

Tncat toate spatiile deveneau luminoase si situate

n proximitatea naturii. In dispozitia planimetric3 a
cladirii, arhitectul rezervase Facultatii de Arte Plastice
tronsonul dinspre est in raport cu intrarea principala
Si prevazuse ateliere mari la parter si etaj. Spatiile de

e Arhitectul Hans Fackelmann (1933-1979) a fost unul
dintre reprezentantii de seama ai arhitecturii functionaliste
contemporane romanesti, care si-a legat numele de Timisoara
unde a lucrat si creat din 1958 pana la disparitia sa. Printre operele
cele mai importante amintim ansamblul de cladiri al Universitatii

various other types of knowledge acquired through
decorative art, engraving or modelling workshops. Thus,
the training type resulted from those programs was a
complex one, it introduced a lot of information, as well
as artistic ,substance’, as students were oriented towards
creation. The system of selection, based on competition,
permitted the promotion of the most talented young
people.

The first year started with the basic study, with drawings
given the plaster castings, in the well-known system of
academic education. The second semester of the first year
of study was gradually introducing the study of human
figures with with the means of drawings and also the
topics of composition'’. The basic training in the domain
of drawing and painting was completed with courses

of engraving, modelling, decorative arts, improving

the artistic knowledge and skills by assuming different
techniques and artistic ways of expression. Most of the
teachers were eager to transmit the students the desire
to become artists and adapted both their explanations
and requirements on this line. In 1970 the institution
was named the Faculty of Drawing of the University in
Timisoara.

Around the mid-60s and early 70s in Timisoara the
artistic atmosphere was full of effervescence: apart

from the experimental group 111 and later the Sigma
group, other groups of artists had appeared in the city

to explore different artistic languages starting from
constructivism to abstract structures and gestualism.
Especially painters were concerned with the transgression
of bi-dimensionality and the artistic association between
the painting and object. In 1969 Gabriel Popa created
some painted objects, a sort of polyptic altars suggesting
a personal symbolism, which he exhibited at Bucharest in
1973, along with other tridimensional objects created by
Ciprian Radovan and some textile objects made by Doina
Almasan Popa. The same category of artists also includes
painter Aurel Breilean who remained faithful to figurative
motives, processed in the sense of an abstraction; he also
conceived some paintings as some objects made up of
several volleys of various sizes.

Romul Nutiu started to paint in an abstract-gestual style
at the end of the 60s; together with other artists from
Timisoara he exhibited his works from the Dynamic
Universe series at Novi Sad and Belgrad. He continued
his research on this topic and carried out a kind of
,assemblages” and gesturally painted objects, which
were exhibited in Timisoara under the following generics:
“Painting, sculpture, ambience, object” and “Workshop
1975”. His research took a new artistic outline at a
group exhibition “Study 1" (1978), where he exhibited an
assemblage installation named Studly - start for an artistic

Programele analitice au fost concepute amdnuntit,
cuprinzand o paleta diversificata de probleme plastice,

In 1970 institutia a primit denumirea de Facultatea de
Desen a Universitdtii din Timisoara.

Pe la mijlocul anilor '60 si inceputul anilor '70

In Timisoara atmosfera artistica era plind de
efervescentd: In afara de grupul experimental 111
si mai apoi de grupul Sigma, apdrusera in oras alte
grupuri de artisti care exploatau diferite limbaje
plastice pornind de la constructivism la abstract si
gestualism. Mai ales pictorii au fost preocupati de
transgresarea bidimensionalitatii si de asocierea
plasticd dintre picturd si obiect. In 1969 Gabriel
Popa crease niste obiecte pictate, un fel de altare
poliptice cu o simbolistica proprie, pe care le-a
expus la Bucuresti, in 1973, aldturi de alte obiecte
tridimensionale pictate, create de Ciprian Radovan si
de unele obiecte textile, realizate de Doina Almdsan

creation, composed of a table - in fact a board on which
there were the artist's materials of construction and tools,
expressing his presence.

Leon Vreme and Adalbert Luca were also working in an
abstract way but while the former one remained faithful
to the painting as a flat surface being eager to solve some
purely artistic pressure, the latter was preoccupied with
the creation of some spatio-chromatic environments
which were able to express the painting more intensely.
Luca even approached a special technique and made
some massive painting-objects made of a support like

a plaster and canvas reinforcement over which he laid
the painting in a mixed technique, reminding us of a
fresco. The artist wanted to obtain a representation of
the movement through optical structures, leading to the
“transformation of the pictorial field, of the unique screen
of the canvas in a multitude of screens and pictorial
plans, in order to stimulate the perception through the
linearly expressive values of the work”.

Sculptor Victor Gaga, who was also a professor at the
newly established institution of higher education, found
his own way by approaching the Romanian folk tradition.
During this period of time, just like other colleagues from
Timisoara, his wooden sculpture was standing away from
the models of reality becoming abstract or only vaguely
figurative. The big wooden sculptures were inspired

from polyiptic altars with more volleys, which can open
or close, revealing unexpected details and creating a
multiplication of the volumes’ angles of reception.

Constantly stimulated by volumes and the elementary
geometry of forms, Petru Jecza was the follower of a
structural constructivism, preserving allusively symbolical
references to the figurative context during the first years
of creation. In his short partnership with the group of
“objectors” between 1970 and 1974, he was preoccupied
with the experimentation of some artistic expressiveness
derived from the usage of the “ready-made” and he
imagined a spatial structure from metallic blocks

(Block structures), in which he proposed not only the
reconsideration of the relationship between the object-
sculpture and the environment, but also the creation of
some artistic “ambiances” remodelled according to the
new requirements of the contemporary visual. Beyond
these experiments, he is a sculptor who considers that
geometry and constructiveness represent the basis of
his real artistic nature. His favourite form, as an artist,
resumed with the obstination of an obsession, is the
cube, a full form, yet it shares a beneficial dialogue

with hollowness, introduced in the pure surface as an
accident - a fissure, a disrupture - brutally involving in
the general calmness of the volume. The cube suggests
the amplification of the generating forces of the square,
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Popa. In aceeasi categorie de artisti poate fi inclus si
pictorul Aurel Breilean care a rdmas fidel motivelor
figurative, prelucrate in sensul unei abstractizari; de
asemenea si-a conceput unele tablouri ca pe niste
obiecte alcdtuite din mai multe voleuri, de dimensiuni
variabile.

Romul Nutiu a Tnceput sd picteze abstract-gestual
inca de la sfarsitul anilor '60 expunand alaturi de alfi
artisti timisoreni la Novi Sad si Belgrad lucrari din
seria Univers dinamic. El a continuat cercetdrile pe
aceasta tema ajungand la un fel de “asamblaje” si
obiecte pictate gestual, ce au fost expuse in Timisoara
sub genericul “Picturd, sculptura, ambianta, obiect” si
“Atelier 1975". Cercetadrile sale au luat un nou contur
plastic la expozitia de grup “Studiul I (1978), unde a
expus o instalatie-asamblaj, intitulata Studiu - start
pentru o creatie plastica, alcdtuita dintr-o masd - un
fel de planseta de fapt, pe care se aflau materiale de
constructie si unelte ale artistului, purtandu-i prezenta
si dincolo de incheierea momentului creatiei.

Leon Vreme si Adalbert Luca lucrau si ei abstract, dar
in timp ce primul a ramas fidel tabloului ca suprafatd
plang, iar interesul sdu s-a Indreptat spre rezolvarea
unor tensiuni pur plastice, cel de-al doilea s-a
preocupat de crearea unor ambiante spatio-cromatice
capabile sa exprime mai pregnant pictura. Luca
ajunsese chiar la o tehnica aparte prin realizarea unor
obiecte-picturi masive, alcatuite dintr-un suport ca o
armatura din gips si panza peste care asternea pictura
intr-o tehnica mixtda, amintind de fresca. Artistul dorea
sa obtind o reprezentare a miscdrii prin structuri
optice, ducand la “transformarea campului pictural, a
ecranului unic al panzei intr-o multitudine de ecrane,
planuri picturale, in scopul dinamizdrii perceptiei prin
valorile liniar-expresive ale operei”.

Sculptorul Victor Gaga, profesor si el la nou infiintata
institutie de invatamant superior, si-a gasit un drum
propriu exploatand traditia folclorica romaneasca.

In aceastd perioads, in ton cu preocupérilor altor
confrati timisoreni, sculptura lui in lemn se indeparta
de modelele realitatii devenind abstractd sau doar
vag figurativa. Sculpturile de mari dimensiuni din lemn
erau structurate inspirandu-se din altarele poliptice cu
mai multe voleuri, care se pot deschide sau inchide,
dezvaluind detalii neasteptate si creand o multiplicare
a unghiurilor de receptare a volumelor.

Constant atras de volum si de geometria elementard a
formelor, Petru Jecza era adeptul unui constructivism

the forces of balance and stability, yet they comprise the
confrontation and harmony in some personal dialectics.
Jecza’s sculpture was defined in the 70s as a progressive
removal from nature, seen as an immediate source of
inspiration, in favour of abstract forms.

During the same period of time, just like other painters,
especially Adalbert Luca, Eugenia Dumitrascu Luca

was inspiring from the exploring atmosphere of some
new visual languages, experimented with a high degree
of enthusiasm. Attached to the abstract geometrical
language, the result of a sublimation of the artistic motif
noticed beyond the structures, preserving the memory
of the decorative language (she had graduated from a
department of the Faculty of Decorative Arts), the artist
dedicated herself to this kind of works for at least a
decade. Her geometrical compositions, situated between
graphics and painting, achieved in the mixed technique,
yet with a pictorial sensitiveness, were searching for some
formal and chromatic harmony.

Thus, the personal creative preoccupations of the artist-
teachers were conveyed to the students who had become
active witnesses. At his art studio, Leon Vreme provided
his students with full freedom of expression and artistic
approach of compositions, and they had the possibility to
develop topics outside the workshop itself, within the circle
of fine arts also led by professor Vreme. In this context the
students were encouraged to be freer and more inventive
in their own creations, which they used to participate

in different national competitions among pedagogical
institutions with, where they were awarded with numerous
prizes.

Some of the graduates of the Faculty of Fine Arts in
Timisoara became artists, to the joy of the teachers who
thrived to educate them from this perspective. The first
promotion of graduates, in 1963, highlights several
well-known names: Silviu Oravitan, Viadimir Strelet and
Tudor Tudan. However, the series of names continued
to develop with other names such as Gheoghe Vdleanu,
lon Mercea, lulian Cojocaru, Nicolae Ungar, Petru Galis,
Stefan Kelemen, Maria Bana, Doina Pocioianu, Valeriu
and Elisabeta Sepi, Nicu Covaci (a future member of the
,Phoenix” band), Eugen Gondi, losif Stoia, Oli Gherman,
Silvia Mihaescu, lonel Cinghitd, Walter Kirchner, Stefan
Cdldrdsanu, Daniela Ordvitan, Rudolf Cutes, lon Lala,
Nicolae Croitoru, Constantin Raducan, Nora Novac, Cdlin
Beloescu, Viorel Cosor, Pavel Veres, Geta and Andrei
Medinski; these are only some of the names who have
been special in Timisoara, yet they are known regionally
too (Arad, Lugoj, Resita, Turnu Severin etc.).

If the first decade of its establishment was one of
accumulations and pedagogical training, the following
decade was more productive in the field of creation. The



de ordin structural, pastrand in primii ani de creatie
trimiteri aluziv-simbolice la figurativ. in scurta

Forma preferata de artist, reluatd cu obstinatia unei
obsesii, este cubul, forma plina aflata insa intr-un
benefic dialog cu golul, introdus 1n suprafata purd ca
un accident - o falie, o ruptura - intervenind brutal

in calmul general al volumului. Cubul semnifica
amplificarea fortelor generatoare ale patratului,
forte ale echilibrului si stabilitdtii continand insd in
interiorul lor confruntarea si armonia dintr-o dialectica
proprie. Sculptura lui Jecza s-a definit in anii '70 ca o
Indepdrtare progresiva de naturd, privita ca o sursa
de inspiratie imediatd, in favoarea alegerii formelor
abstracte.

Alaturi de pictori, mai ales de Adalbert Luca, Eugenia
Dumitrascu Luca se impdrtasea in aceeasi perioada
din atmosfera plind de cautari a unor noi limbaje
vizuale, experimentate cu mult entuziasm. Atasata de
limbajul geometric-abstract, rezultat al unei sublimari
a motivului plastic care uneori se intrevede inca in
spatele structurilor purtand proaspatd si amintirea
limbajului decorativ (absolvise o sectie a Facultatii de
Arte decorative), artista s-a dedicat acestui gen de
lucrari pentru cel putin un deceniu. Compozitiile sale
geometrice, situate intre grafica si picturd, realizate in
tehnica mixtad, dar cu sensibilitate picturala, se aflau in
cdutarea unor armonii formale si cromatice.

Astfel, preocuparile personale de creatie ale artistilor-
profesori au fost transmise studentilor deveniti
martori activi. La atelier, Leon Vreme Idsa studentilor
deplind libertate de exprimare si de rezolvare plasticd
a compozitiilor, iar acestia aveau posibilitatea sd
dezvolte teme siin afara atelierului propriu-zis,

in cadrul cercului de arta plasticd condus tot de
profesorul Vreme. in acest cadru studentii erau
incurajati sa fie mai liberi si mai inventivi in propriile
creatii cu care participau apoi la diferite concursuri
nationale studentesti intre institutii pedagogice din
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70s marked a culminating point of the cultural opening
in Romania despite the recoil movement caused by the
appearance of ,theses” in July 1971, which reintroduced
the censorship of art and drastically limited, through
various means, the artists’ liberty of expression.

The students needed a model to believe in. The feeling

of liberty and professionalism was sustained within

the Faculty of Fine Arts through a certain unity of views
transmitted by teachers, who belonged to the same
generation, even if today there are sensitive details
making the difference. Romul Nutiu was such a model
for his students, a courageous artist from the perspective
of creation, completely free to experiment the artistic
language, who had the capacity to solve a topic in a
spectacular way with his students or to ,save” a work
which appeared compromised, finding viable solutions,
which were also supported by a good knowledge of the
techniques used in paintings 8. His didactic effort was
leading towards succes as he was a good teacher leading
his student to self-knowledge’s.

By his own example, Leon Vreme transmitted his students
an actual abstract constructivist direction which was also
shared by other professors (Adalbert Luca, Petru Jecza,
Victor Gaga, Zoltdn Molndar etc.). He was open-minded
and receptive to young people’s attempts to experiment or
free themselves from thematic rigours.

If painter Vreme was well-known for the way he
approached the colour during his classes and for the
exigency he demanded from his students, Luca was
acknowledged for his exigency in the domain of drawings.
He was an artist endowed with an outstanding creative
strength, who had adapted the monumental solution of
the Mexica muralists to his own artistic requirements,
by metamorphosing it into an artistic vision migrating
from realism to constructivism. He was active in the
field of official art, overtaking a high number of orders
which he was adapting to on the go. Gabriel Popa,

a painting teacher, was also an artist for whom the
figurative structure continued to be a challenge, relying
more on the expressiveness of the drawing, where the
colour was introduced in a subtle way or it was reduced
to transparent shades of white. lon Sulea-Gorj and
Friedrich Schreiber were also oneiric figurative characters
yet basically monumentalists, they both emphasised a
new vision on contemporary art and the adaptation of
languages according to social demands (official orders)
and their own creation.

Although sculpture was not an independent department,
it was only a modelling class adjacent to the basic
pedagogical training, the model provided by the two

Daca primul deceniu de la infiintare a fost unul al
acumuldrilor si al formarii pedagogice, deceniul
urmator a adus roade in special in domeniul creatiei.
Anii 70 au marcat un punct culminat al deschiderii
culturale din Romania, In ciuda miscdrii de recul
provocatd de aparitia ,tezelor” din iulie din 1971, prin
care se reintroducea cenzura asupra artei si se limita
drastic, prin diverse mijloace, libertatea de exprimare
a artistilor.

Studentii aveau nevoie sd Isi gdseasca un model

in care sa creada. Sentimentul de libertate si de
profesionalism era sustinut in cadrul Facultatii de Arte
Plastice prin o oarecare unitate de vederi imprimata
de profesori, care apartineau aceleiasi generatii, chiar
daca astdzi exista sensibile nuante care-i diferentiaza.
Romul Nutiu era pentru studenti un astfel de model,
un artist Indraznet din punct de vedere al creatiei,
deplin liber sa experimenteze in ceea ce priveste
limbajul plastic si care avea capacitatea de a rezolva
cu studentii o tema in mod spectaculos sau de a
,Salva” o lucrare ce parea compromisd, gasind solutji
viabile, sustinute si printr-o bund cunoastere a tehnicii
picturii & Eforturile sale didactice erau incununate de
succes deoarece el era un bun pedagog conducandu-|
pe student spre o cunoastere de sine'®,

Leon Vreme, prin propriul sau exemplu, imprima

professors - V. Gaga and P. Jecza - also facilitated the
education of some young people in this artistic direction
(Stefan Kelemen, lonel Cinghita, Walter Kirchner, Stefan
Cdldrdsanu). Both artists had approached an abstract
contructivist vision, yet it derived from different sources.

In V. Gaga’s case, constructivism derived from archetypal
contexts, in which the symbolical contents were
represented by means of abstract forms, while the whole
vision of P. Jecza was abstract constructivist, deriving from
an avant-garde source.

For the young students in the 70s, the artist-teacher
model was suggesting an exemplary trainer, who was
positively influencing their future personality. This fact was
completed by the dynamic atmosphere in the city - the
music concerts (of the ,Phoenix” band, which they were
really close to, since Nicu Covaci had been their colleague,
or the jazz groups, which were also joined by Eugen
Gondi), the art lectures and films projected by professor
and art critic Deliu Petroiu, the series of art films made
by great film producers (Antonioni, Fellini, Bergman etc.)
watched at the city cinema.

As a result, we can surely state the Faculty of Fine Arts
within the Pedagogical Institute had a well-defined
personality, oriented towards contemporary art and its
languages. In spite of all these, despite the prizes awarded
at student festivals and the assertion of a generation of
artists, after 19 years of activity, in 1979 they decided to
dissolve the Faculty, although it would have deserved to
be promoted as a four-year higher education institute’.

Resuming the circumstances regarding the dissolution of
the School of Fine Arts in the interwar period, the decision
to abolish the Faculty of Drawing brutally stopped an
institution that seemed to have become a real ,reservoir”
of creativity on the local level and which, together with
the High-School of Fine Arts, kept the local and regional
artistic movement alive by animating it with new
presences.?°

Desi sculptura nu era o sectie de sine stdtatoare,

ci doar un curs de modelaj adiacent formatiei
pedagogice de baza, totusi modelul pe care-l ofereau
cei doi profesori - V. Gaga si P. Jecza - a dus la
formarea catorva tineri si in aceastd directie artistica
(Stefan Kelemen, lonel Cinghita, Walter Kirchner,
Stefan Cdldrdasanu). Amandoi artistii abordasera o
viziune de tip constructivist-abstract, venitd insa

din surse diferite. Pentru V. Gaga constructivismul

The Hypostasis of the School and
Academy of Fine Arts Timisoara

(1933-1941)

Intrucat consecintele agravante ale prelungitei crize
economice din Romania anilor 1929-1933 faceau
iminenta si sacrificarea Scolii de arte frumoase

din Cluj (unde fiinta din toamna lui 1925), solutia
salvatoare de prelungire a existentei sale vine din
Timisoara, fastuoasa si mai prospera urbe din vestul
tarii beneficiind de resurse si conjuncturi existentiale
favorabile unor initiative cu finalitate spirituald. n
fruntea sprijinitorilor ideii de transfer s-a situat Sever
Bocu, personalitate politica a timpului, fost ministru al
Banatului.

Whereas the aggravating consequences of the prolonged
economic crisis in Romania between 1929 and 1933

also made the sacrifice of the School of Fine Arts in Cluj
imminent (it functioned there starting with the autumn of
1925), the saving solution to prolong its existence came
from Timisoara, the sumptuous and more prosperous
town in the west of the country benefiting from resources
and existential circumstances favourable to some
initiatives emphasising a spiritual outcome. Sever Bocu,

a political personality of the time, the former minister

of Banat, was the main supporter of the transfer idea.
The deputies from Banat were also convinced of the
advantages regarding the establishment of such a
precious source of culture in the capital of Banat, on April
1, 1933, within the frames of a meeting, they drafted a
statement of reasons and a bill to be approved by the
legislature.

Approved by the Chamber of Deputies, the project
initiated by the deputies was to receive the approval

of the Senate, in order to gain the power of law. As the
parliamentary session ended, and it was not supposed
to open until the autumn, one could notice a state of
confusion among the students and professors. However,
inJuly 1933, Sever Bocu - who had settled to Bucharest
- intervened vigorously enabling the government officials
to decide the removal of the School of Fine Arts from Cluj
to Timisoara starting with September 1, 1933. Alexandru
Popp also remained the Director of the School and an
exceptional graduate, Stefan Gombosiu, was hired as a
secretary.

In order to cover the expenses necessary for moving the
furniture to Timisoara, the town-hall granted 30.000 /ej,
and the Ministry of Public Instruction, Cults and Arts -
50.000 lei. Installation space was being sought as the
projected headquarters of the Palace of Culture was still
in red. Finally, the most suitable one was the room under
the hall of the one-story building and the large hall in the
ground floor building, plus one room for the servant, used

by the Romanian Auto Club Banat-Crisana (today the
headquarters of the artists’workshops in Timisoara, in a
park next to Bega).

In September 17, 1933, in the presence of the leaders of
local forums and numerous intellectuals, they organised
the establishment of the Support and Steering Committee
headed by Sever Bocu, the director of , The West”
newspaper. Another important moment was marked by
the organisation - in October 14 - of the list suggesting
the teaching staff - counting on the collaboration of
Alexandru Popp (drawing), Romul Ladea (sculpture), Catul
Bogdan (drawing and painting), Aurel Ciupe (drawing and
painting), Anastase Demian (decorative arts), dr. loachim
Miloia (the history of arts), dr. Leonte Munteanu (artistic
anatomy), arch. engineer painter Cornel Liuba (notions
of architecture) and dr. Anastasie Popovici (pedagogy).
There were only three of these who could not honour the
challenge: Ciupe, Demian and Munteanu.

Once the essential organisational problems were solved,
on October 15, 1933, they organised the festive opening
of the courses which practically began two days later,
based on an operating regulation which was very similar
to the one stage from Cluj.

The regulations and provisions coordinating the
activity of the School and Academy

In order to provide those interested with the most
accurate data on the School’s regime, in August 1933
they printed a Prospectus, which emphasised that ,,... the
education at this school is superior. The School’s goal is to
provide a superior training in the domain of fine arts and
to contribute to the development of art sense of beauty.
The School prepares drawing teachers for secondary
schools and masters for specialised schools. It completes
the education needed by those who devote themselves
exclusively to art”. Then, it provided data regarding the
organisation of studies in two sections (pedagogical and
artistic), specifying the subjects per years of study, the
admission conditions, and the tuition fees.

After only one year of functioning in Timisoara, when ten
other graduates could complete their studies, the Ministry
of Public Instruction, Cults and Arts decided to abolish

the School starting with September 1, 1934, by Order
108.595/1935. Consequently, for the ridiculous sum of
200.000, they sacrificed an institution which had asserted
its right to exist by means of viable arguments.

However, those energies, whose authority made the
painful verdict inoperative, appeared as saviours. Taking
advantage of the presence in Timisoara of a minister,
Constantin Anghelescu (at the end of August 1934 there
was a Congress of the professional teaching staff), the
officials and intellectuals from Banat convinced him of
the need to preserve this source of culture in the western
extremity of the country. Yet the conditions needed

to preserve this recorded the termination of the state
convention and the School of Fine Arts was to support
itself from its ,,own revenues”, provided by the city-hall
and the county prefecture.

When the school year opened in 1935, Alexandru Popp
resigned as director (given his age), and he proposed
architect engineer Victor Vlad, who was unanimously
elected. At the next meeting of the teaching staff - on
November 11, 1935 - they decided the ,establishment
of the fifth course, with the specialisation in the fifth
year”. The extension of the study duration (which does
not make the summer of 1936 a normal graduation
session) testified the will of those who led the destinies of
the School in Timisoara to create a status similar to the
state’s schools of fine arts in Bucharest and lasi (where the
duration of studies had also risen to five years as the first
one represented the test of vocation).

The need to ensure some certainty regarding the
future activity determined the Teaching Council to search,
in the meeting organised on December 3, 1936, for a
way to thoroughly legalise the existence of the institution.
After long debates, they drew the conclusion that the
best solution would be marked by its registration in the
ordinary budget of the city hall, without modifying the
subsidy. Really receptive, the Interim Commission of the
Timisoara City Hall, by means of decision 1/54.667 of
December 16, 1936, decides to include the Academy of
Fine Arts in its ordinary budget.

Based on this decision, prepared by the coalition of all
progressive energies in the capital of Banat, a deputy
representative, Aurel Cosma - junior (a noble and
educated spirit, who ardently supported the development
of the Romanian culture and art in the ,Luceafdrul’,
whose director he used to be) elaborated a Bill which he
submitted for approval to the Chamber of Deputies in the
sitting organised on March 4, 1937.

Starting with the spring of 1937, when the necessary
events were carried out to include the Academy of

Fine Arts (as it was called more assiduously after the
municipalization of resources) with the subsidy promised
in the financial year 1937/1938, especially in the autumn
of the same year, the Teachers’ Council tried to amplify
the profile the institution’s profile by creating a section

of applied arts in order to , emphasise not only the

pe Intreaga durata a existentei sale timisorene, in

resources of autochthonous creations but especially

to counterbalance the foreign element, to restrain the
import items, which often expressed no artistic value,

yet they cost a lot”. The main basis for discussion was
the documented Draft Regulation for the reorganisation
of the institution supported by vice-principal Stefan
Gombosiu, presented in the meeting of the Teachers’
Council on October 11, 1937. The ardent concern to fix
the existence of the Academy of Fine Arts in accordance
with the immediate needs of our socio-economic reality
was going to be manifested by the current management
and teachers throughout its existence in Timisoara,

and in July 1939 they even launched a Project for the
establishment of a special school of industrial art - lasting
two years - in addition to the Academy of Fine Arts°.
However, the absence of material resources were meant
to determine, again, the sacrification of such modern and
justified initiatives which were singular in the context of
that Romanian artistic education.

The end of the 1937/1938 academic year also cancelled
the rector role of arch. engineer Victor Vlad, a position
that was subsequently entrusted to the vigorous sculptor,
professor Romus Ladea.

From the repeated memoirs submitted to the
Ministry of National Education to clarify its status, the
one from October 1938 received an aswer which inspired
optimism. The Directorate of Higher Education within the
Ministry informed that , the Academy of Fine Arts from
Timisoara will function as an extra-budgetary school, with
the right of publicity, as it had until 1935, according to
decision 76.387 of June 3, 1930™.

Like in the case of the stratification in December 1930, the
Joy was short-lived. In June 20, 1939, the same Directorate
issued a new decision, 106.977, in total contradiction with
those sustained eight months before: ,,... We would like

to inform you that Your School does not have the right
conferred on the state fine art academies, and from now
on it will be known that Your School does not offer them
any rights™. A desolate decision after so many years of
commendable efforts and accomplishments.

Despite all the interventions made by various influential
people in governmental circles, the Directorate of Higher
Education did not reconsider its decision of June 20, 1939,
therefore the Academy of Fine Arts, Timisoara had to

Cu toate interventiile facute prin diverse persoane
influente in cercurile guvernamentale, Directia
Invatdmantului Superior nu revine asupra deciziei

sale din 20 iunie 1939 si, de aceea, Academia de arte
frumoase din Timisoara se vede nevoitd ca din toamna
anului 1939 sa renunte la sectia pedagogica, primind
inscrieri numai la sectia artistica. Mai figura, de

Aceasta structurd a institutiei se pastreazd timp de
doi ani, iar din septembrie 1941 devine Scoala de
arte decorative cu profil secundar, dandu-se curs
deciziei 8.759 din ianuarie 1941 emisa de Directia
Tnvatdmantului Superior din Ministerul Educatiei
Nationale, Cultelor si Artelor. Prin aceasta schimbare
de statut - renuntandu-se la factura academica - se
sperd ca Scoala sa fie mai usor asimilatd in reteaua
de invatamant national, fapt pe care realitatea l-a si
confirmat curand.

Baza materiald

Acceptand transferul Scolii de arte frumoase de la Cluj
la Timisoara, Ministerul Instructiunii Publice, Cultelor
Si Artelor ii asigura aceeasi minimd subventie care
oscila in jurul sumei de 18.000 lei lunar. Din ea se
achitau salariile a doi profesori de specialitate, pentru
secretar si omul de serviciu. Inaintand forului tutelar
proiectul de buget pe anul 1933/1934, |a capitolul
cheltuieli figurau 396.088 lei (dincolo de plata salariilor
preconizandu-se sume extrem de modeste pentru
intretinere, reparatii, plata modelelor, incalzit si

chirie). La inceputul anului 1934 primaria 1i confirma

give up the pedagogical section in the autumn of 1939,
receiving enrollment only in the artistic section. There

was also an evening drawing and sketching course led by
professor Julius Podlipny, which opened on November 15,
1937.

This structure of the institution was preserved for two
years and starting with September 1941 it became

a School of decorative arts with a secondary profile,
following the decision of 8.759, January 1941, issued by
the Directorate of Higher Education within the Ministry
of National Education, Cults and Arts. Given this change
of status - giving up the academic bill - they hoped that
the School was going to be more easily assimilated into
the national educational network, a fact that reality soon
confirmed.

The material base

By accepting the transfer of the School of Fine Arts from
Cluj to Timisoara, the Ministry of Public Instruction, Cults
and Arts ensured the same minimum subsidy which
oscillated around the sum of 18.000 lei per month. They
used it to pay the salaries of two specialised teachers,
the secretary and the man on duty. Submitting the draft
budget for 1933/1934 to the tutelary forum, the chapter
suggesting the expenses emphasised the sum of 396.088
lei (beyond the payment of salaries, extremely modest
amounts for maintenance, repairs, payment of models,
heating and rent were expected). At the beginning of
1934 the town-hall confirmed the subsidy amounting to
149.082 [ei.

Convinced that the Ministry was going to honour the
subsidy for 1934/1935, the prefecture did not foresee
anything in the budget for the School of fine arts,
achieved in September 1934, therefore they responded

in a negative way. However, it was going to retain the
precedent created by the withdrawal of the ministerial
subsidy and replaced it with an equivalent fund provided
in the budget for 1935/1936. The prefecture kept the
amount of the subsidy valuing 200.000 lei for the entire
duration reflecting the existence of the School and
Academy in Timisoara, excepting the interval between
April 1, 1938 and March 31, 1939, when they increased
it to 296.193 lei. Instead, the Timisoara city hall proved
more generous increasing the value of the subsidy
granted by local institutions, the amounts collected from
school fees, which centrally ranged between 100.000 and
150.000 lei, and the benefits from some monumental art
orders for theoretical studies.

Like in Cluj, the problem regarding the space for the most
efficient development of the courses was not adequately
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acordarea subventiei in valoare de 149.082 lei.

Convinsa ca Ministerul va onora subventia si pe anul
1934/1935, prefectura nu a prevazut in buget nimic

si Academiei la Timisoara, cu exceptia intervalului

1 aprilie 1938 - 31 martie 1939, cand il majoreazd

la 296.193 lei. In schimb, primaria municipiului
Timisoara s-a dovedit mai generoasd, sporind valoarea
subventiei acordate de institutii locale, sumele
Tncasate din taxele scolare, care centralizate oscilau
intre 100.000 si 150.000 lei si beneficiile realizate din
unele comenzi de arta monumentala pentru studiile
teoretice s-au si decorativa.

Ca si la Cluj, nici la Timisoara nu a fost rezolvatd
adecvat problema spatiului pentru desfdsurarea cat
mai eficientd a cursurilor. In cele doud sali spatioase
din cadrul Auto Clubului s-au organizat ateliere pentru
disciplinele practice, pictura si sculptura. Pentru
studiile teoretice s-au vazut nevoiti sa apeleze la
bundvointa altor institutii. De la Scoala Politehnicd
primeste doua amfiteatre, pentru cursurile de istoria
artelor, cu un singur aparat de proiectie, iar celalalt
pentru perspectiva si geometrie descriptivd. Scoala
superioara de arte si meserii i oferd, tot gratuit, o sald
pentru cursul de arhitectura si cel de arta decorativd,
iar Scoala normald sald pentru sustinerea orelor de
pedagogie si anatomie. Din 15 martie 1937, primind
mai multe sali in edificiul Palatului Cultural (sau al
Teatrului, cum i se spunea) Isi concentreazd activitatea
intr-un spatiu mai unitar, dar din toamna anului 1940
se vede nevoitd, iardsi, sa migreze cu mobilierul in sala
de la mezaninul palatului ,Lloyd".

Desi veniturile s-au ridicat la cote mult superioare
conditiilor avute Tn ultimii ani de existenta, la Cluj,

ele nu erau Insd suficiente, intrucat crescuse mult si
costul vietii. Revelator este in acest sens un raport

al conducerii Scolii cdtre primarie, intocmit in 7
noiembrie 1935: ,Situatia bugetara a Scolii noastre nu
ne permite decat o existenta sub raportul celor mai
modeste conditiuni. Din subventiile acordate abia se
pot acoperii cheltuielile de chirie si salarii extrem de
reduse ale personalului. Orice alte cheltuieli materiale

solved in Timisoara either. They used the two spatious
rooms of the Auto Club to organise workshops for the
practical disciplines, painting and sculpture. Regarding
the theoretical studies, they had to appeal to the goodwill
of other institutions. The Polytechnic School provided
them with two amphitheatres, for the courses of art
history, with only one projection equipment, and the
other one for the perspective and descriptive geometry.
The upper School of Arts and Crafts conferred, also free
of charge, a room for architecture and decorative arts,
and the normal school room to support the classes

of pedagogy and anatomy. Starting with March 15,
1937, receiving more rooms in the edifice of the Cultural
Palace (or of the Theatre, as they used to name it) they
concentrated the activity in a more unitary space yet,
since the autumn of 1940, they were forced to migrate,
again, with their furniture, into the hall on the mezzanine
floor of the palace ,Lloyd”.

Although the revenues rose to much higher levels than

in the last years of existence, they were not sufficient

in Cluj since the cost of living had also risen greatly.
What is revealing in this sense is a report of the School’s
management team submitted to the town-hall, issued
on November 7, 1935:,The budgetary situation of our
School allows us only an existence under the report

of the most modest conditions. Subsidies could barely
cover extremely low rent and staff salaries. In case of
any other material expenses, we don't consider ourselves
capable of satisfying them, thus causing serious obstacles
in the development of education™. And the examples
can be amplified, a more favourable financial situation
manifested only between April 1, 1936 and March 31,
1939.

Registrations and attendance

Although the Ministry delayed the issuance of a decision
approving the transfer of the School of Fine Arts from Cluj
to Timisoara (a decision delivered in the middle of July
1933), most of those who had attended it in the town on
the Somes also attended it in its Timisoara style. From the
59 enrolled in the school year 1932/1933 (54 attended it
regularly) 32 enrolled in the second, third and fourth year.
By also considering the ten graduates in June 1933, we
notice that 12 withdrew as they opted for the academies
in Bucharest and lasi. Most of these have retired from the
first year and belong to the artistic section.

The influx of graduates for the first year to the School of
Fine Arts in Timisoara was gratifying, 24 of the 27 were

Inscrierile si frecventa

scolar 1932/1933 (frecventand regulat 54) s-au Tnscris
in anii IV - 32. considerand si pe cei zece absolventi
din iunie 1933, Inseamnad ca s-au retras 12, optand
pentru academiile din Bucuresti si lasi. Cei mai multi
s-au retras din anul | si apartin sectiei artistice.

Imbucurstoare este afluenta spre Scoala de arte
frumoase din Timisoara a candidatilor pentru anul

, din cei 27 inscrisi frecventand regulat 24. Cei mai
multi au preferat sectia pedagogicd - 18, tradandu-si
intentia de a deveni dascdli.

Asadar, in anul scolar 1933/1934 se inregistra un
numar de 64 studenti, un procent incurajator privit din
prisma inscrisilor in anul I. exista deci un real interes
pentru o asemenea specializare, iar prezenta in numar
mare si a celor din anii superiori releva puternica
sudura sufleteascd dintre profesori si studentj,
argument esential in asigurarea continuitdtii institutiei.

Cu tot regimul ei incert, s-a inregistrat indeosebi

In primii ani ai popasului timisorean o frecventa
constantd, osciland in jurul a 50 de cursanti la ambele
sectii, pedagogica si artistica.

numai cu sectia artistica - 28. in ultimul an, ca efect

al refugierii din zonele romanesti ocupate abuziv prin
Dictatul de la Viena, numarul cursantilor a crescut la
38. majoritatea studentilor aveau bacalaureatul, cei cu
studii incomplete fiind inscrisi la sectia artistica.

Corpul profesoral

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frequently attending the courses. Most of them preferred
the pedagogical section - 18, suggesting their intention to
become teachers.

Thus, in the school year 1933/1934 there was a number
of 64 students, an encouraging percentage seen in terms
of enrollement in the first year. There was a real interest
in such a specialisation, and the presence in such a large
number of the ones related to higher levels emphasised a
powerful connection between the teachers and students,
which was an essential argument ensuring the continuity
of the institution.

Despite its uncertain regime, there was a constant
frequency, especially in the first years of the activity
carried out in Timisoara, oscillating around 50 students
at both departments, the pedagogical and artistic one.
If in the first year there were 64 who had enrolled, in the
second one there were 57 who attended it, in the third
there were 42, in the fourth - 50, in the fifth - 47, in the
sixth - 41, and in 1939/1940, there was only the artistic
section - 28. In the last year, as a result of the refugee
from the Romanian areas abusively occupied by means
of the Vienna Dictate, the number of students increased
to 38. Most of the students had a baccalaureate, and
those with incomplete studies were enrolled in the art
department.

The teaching staff

The desire of the Support and Management Committee
for the School of Fine Arts from Timisoara to benefit from
the services of the active teaching staff in Cluj could be
only partially realized, Ciupe and Demian were strongly
involved as custodians of the Art Museum from Tg. Mures,
the second one in more ample works of monumental

art, they both had to refuse the honourable invitation.

An attempt was made to fill the vacancies by hiring, in
February 1934, the drawing department of Aurel Popp
and Julius Podlipny, but the former gave up his condition
a semester later. In these circumstances the specialised
disciplines were distributed as follows: Alexandru Popp

- painting, Romul Ladea - sculpture, Catul Bogdan -
decorative arts and Julius Podlipny - drawing.

Based on a good material condition at the beginning
of the academic year 1936/1937, the Teaching staff
considered an amplification of the teaching staff
necessary, by creating new departments: the linear
and ornamental drawing, calligraphy, completing the
painting department and a position of assistant at the
teaching department. As he had been offered to teach
notions of architecture and style, architect eng. Adrian
Suciu (the head of the Technical Service at the City Hall)

pictura si un post de asistent la catedra de desen.
Oferindu-i-se predarea notiunilor de arhitecturd

si stil, arh. ing. Adrian Suciu (seful Servicului tehnic
de la primdrie) conduce cursul timp de un an,
provocand insd supararea lui Cornel Liuba care nu
mai acceptd catedra de desen linear si ornamental.
Dupa retragerea lui Adrian Suciu, cursul de arhitecturd
este preluat de Victor Vlad. De asemenea, data fiind
nesiguranta contributiei si profesorul lon Isac de la
Scoala normala se dispenseazd de obligatiile impuse
de predarea caligrafiei.

In aceste conditii apare gestul de o rard generozitate
al subdirectorului Stefan Gombosiu care se angajeaza
sa predea, gratis cursul de ,Metodologie”, cuprinzand
desenul ornamental, linear, geometria si caligrafia. Se
aproba pe timp de un an. Din toamna anului 1938 se
renuntd la serviciile lui Alexandru Popp (care implinise
70 de ani), ramanand vacantd catedra de pictura.
Disciplina este preluata de Catul Bogdan, iar la catedra
de arta decorativa este angajat un alt fost cursant

al scolii (la Cluj), sculptorul, pictorul si scriitorul lon
Vlasiu care va preda cu intermitente un an, beneficiind
de privilegiul unor popasuri pariziene. Oricum, din
toamna anului 1939 catedra nu se mai justifica din
moment ce mai fiinta doar sectia artistica, acoperita
de cadrele cu vechime.

Desfasurarea cursurilor si corectura

Cursurile s-au desfasurat urmand riguros prevederile
regulamentului de functionare. Spre deosebire de

led the course for a year, provoking the anger of Cornel
Liuba who no longer accepted the chair of linear and
ornamental drawing. After the retirement of Adrian Suciu,
the course of architecture was taken over by Victor Viad.
Moreover, given the uncertainty of the contribution,
Professor lon Isac from the Normal School also dispensed
himself of the obligations imposed by the teaching of
calligraphy.

Under these conditions, one could notice the gesture of
a rare generosity of a deputy director, Stefan Gombosiu
who agreed to teach, free of charge, the course of
,Methodology”, including the ornamental and linear
drawing, geometry and calligraphy. It was approved

for one year. Starting with the autumn of 1938, the
servicies of Alexandru Popp (who had turned 70) were
given up, leaving the painting department vacant. The
discipline was taken over by Catul Bogdan, and another
sculptor, painter and writer, lon Viasiu, a former student
of the school (in Cluj) was employed at the department
of decorative art; he taught intermittently for a year,
taking advantage of the privilege of some Parisian

stops. Anyway, starting with the autumn of 1939, the
department was no longer justified since there was only
the artistic section, which was covered by the senior staff.

The development of courses and the proofreading

The courses were carried out by strictly following the
provisions of the operating regulations. Unlike Cluj,
where there were four professors in the drawing-painting
specialty for one of the workshops (as was the case in
those years in Bucharest and lasi), in Timisoara the
practical disciplines were assigned in such a way that the
possibility of guidance by the same teacher was excluded.

As three of the active teachers in Cluj were included in
the practical subjects, the guidance and proofreading
were carried out according to the same program and
requirement. They fixed the topic every Monday, on
Wednesdays they organised the first proofreading, two
more days followed to fix the mistakes and then, on
Saturday, the final debate on that topic took place.
Usually, they did not correct each work, and the
professors insisted on some of them whose correction
supported the exact comprehension of the ideal solution.

In order to get informed about the development of
courses and proofreading in the academies of fine arts
registered in the state budget, we talked a lot with some
painters, Eugen Gascd, Traian Goga, Valentina Gombosiu,
Anton Lazdr, Lucia Piso-Ladea (who had also studied at
the Academy from Bucharest) and Coriolan Munteanu
(who had completed his studies at the Academy from
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la Cluj, unde existau patru profesori la specialitatea
de desen-pictura pentru unul din ateliere (cum se
Intampla in acei ani la Bucuresti si la lasi), la Timisoara
disciplinele practice erau astfel atribuite incat se
excludea posibilitatea Indrumdrii de cdtre acelasi
profesor.

Intrucat la disciplinele practice au figurat trei dintre
profesorii activi la Cluj, indrumarea si corectura s-au
efectuat dupa acelasi program si exigenta. In fiecare
zi de luni s fixa tema, miercuri avea loc 0 prima
corecturd, urmau alte doua zile pentru remedierea
greselilor si apoi, sambata, avea loc dezbaterea finald
pe tema respectiva. De obicei nu se corecta fiecare
lucrare, profesorii insistand asupra catorva a caror
corijare ajuta la intelegerea exacta a solutiei ideale.

In dorinta de a ne informa asupra modului de
desfasurare a cursurilor si corecturii in academiile

de arte frumoase inscrise In bugetul statului am
discutat indelung cu pictorii Eugen Gasca, Traian Goga,
Valentina Gombosiu, Anton Lazar, Lucia Piso-Ladea
(care a studiat si la Academia din Bucuresti) si Coriolan
Munteanu (care si-a definitivat studiile la Academia din
lasi) si ne-am convins de similitudinea problemelor de
specialitate integrate programului universitar, precum
siin ce priveste desfasurarea indrumarii si corecturii.

Examenele de an si de absolvire

Faptul ca aveau nevoie de cat mai multi cursanti
care, prin achitarea taxelor, sporeau veniturile Scolii
si Academiei, n-a dus la abdicarea de la normele
exigentei privind concursul de admitere. Evolutia
talentelor era urmdrita cu atentie, chiar cu caldura

si dragoste, nelasand sd se stingd nimic din ceea ce
purta semnul vocatiei. Dar tot atat de adevdratd a
fost si alternativa ca cei care nu probau disponibilitati
viabile erau indrumati onest spre altd specializare.

Ceilnscrisi la sectia pedagogica erau supusi verificarii
prin examene la toate materiile practice si teoretice,
pe cand cei car frecventau sectia artistica aveau
obligatia de a participa, in functie de anul de studii, la
toate cursurile (mai putin pedagogia), fara a depune
Tnsa examene la disciplinele teoretice.

La examenul de diploma din sesiunea iunie 1934 au
fost declarati absolventi toti cei 11 candidati (dintre
care unul la sculpturd), in 1935 - 7 (unul la sculpturd),
N 1937 -5,1n 1938 - 11 (doi la sculptura), in 1939 - 2.
La ultima sesiune n-au putut participa la examenul de

lasi) and we convinced ourselves of the similarity of the
specialised problems integrated in the university program,
as well as of the developing guidance and proofreading.

Graduation exams

The fact that they needed as many students as possible
who, by paying their fees, increased the income of the
School and Academy, did not lead to the abdication from
the norms of the requirements regarding the admission
contest. The evolution of talents was examined carefully,
even with affection and love, without neglecting anything
that emphasised the sign of vocation. Furthermore, there
was also another alternative suggesting that those who
did not prove viable availability were honestly directly to
another specialization.

Those enrolled in the pedagogical section were subject
to some evaluations by means of exams in all practical
and theoretical subjects, while those who were attending
the artistic department had to participate, according to
the year of study, in all the courses (less in pedagogy),
but without submitting any examinations in theoretical
disciplines.

At the diploma exam in June 1934 all 11 candidates were
declared graduates (one of these in sculpture), in 1935

- 7 (one in sculpture), in 1937 - 5,in 1938 - 11 (two of
them in sculpture), in 1939 - 2. At the last session Virgil
Cenan and Julius Stiirmer could not participate in the
graduation exam (since they were incorporated), they
took their licence in special sessions, the first in June 1940,
and the second in November 1940. Thus, the Timisoara
stage records the completion of studies - diploma exams
- in the case of 38 graduates (the graduation of Cornel
Savonescu and Ana Borcea was accepted under special
circumstances). Many students of the artistic department
also received certificates of study (proving the frequency
and examinations in four and five years).

Summer practice and school exhibitions

Convinced of the usefulness of the summer practice for
completing the specialised training, since they were in Cluj,
encouraging the development of a creative personality)
the members of the teaching staff wanted to stimulate
and make the local authorities support such actions.
The Ministry had stopped the procedure for awarding
scholarships during the summer time since 1930, while
establishing another system of school scholarships (the
students from Timisoara received five such scholarships
valuing 1. 500 lei each, starting with April 1937).

Under these circumstances, in the absence of material

Practica de vara si expozitiile scolare

Convinsi incd din perioada clujeand de utilitatea
practicii de vara pentru desdvarsirea pregatirii de
specialitate (incurajand dezvoltarea personalitatii
creatoare), membrii corpului profesoral cautd sa
incurajeze autoritatile locale pentru sprijinirea unei
astfel de actiuni. Ministerul sistase inca din 1930
procedura acorddrii de burse pe timp de vara,
instaurand un alt sistem al burselor scolare (studentii
timisoreni primind cinci asemenea burse se 1. 500 lei
fiecare, incepand din aprilie 1937). In aceste conditji,
n lipsa posibilitatilor materiale, s-a finalizat o singura
practica de vard, in iulie-august 1935 la Oravita,

In mare parte pe cheltuiala si efortul secretarului
sculptor Stefan Gombosiu (care a acoperit o parte
din cheltuieli executand gratis pentru oras bustul
generalului-erou lon Dragalina).

Mai trebuie consemnat, totusi, faptul cd unii dintre
studentii mai talentati si lipsiti de mijloace se angajau
pe timp de vara sa ajute pe unii artisti consacrati

n finalizarea unor lucrari de artd monumentala (in
majoritate de facturd bisericeasca), cu banii incasati
achitandu-si taxele de frecventd, care se ridicau la

3. 300 lei. Antrenarea in astfel de lucrari a facilitat
neindoielnic formarea unor deprinderi si abilitdti de
mestesug, dar nu trebuie uitat nici amanuntul cd unii
au transformat astfel de indeletniciri in obisnuinta,
neglijand dupa absolvire activitatea creatoare
originala.

Desi nu aveau spatiu de expunere incapator si
adecvat, nu s-a renuntat la obiceiul organizarii de
expozitii la sfarsitul fiecdrui an scolar, pentru ca prin
calitatea miscarii artistice se releva - cu argumente de
netagaduit - necesitatea fiintarii Scolii si Academieli.
Corpul profesoral era de asemenea constient ca prin

possibilities, only one summer practice was completed, in
July-August 1935 in Oravita, largely at the expense and
effort of the sculptor secretary Stefan Gombosiu (who had
covered part of the expenses by performing the bust of a
general-hero, lon Dragalina, for free).

It should be also mentioned that some of the more
talented and underprivileged students were hired in the
summer time to help some artists complete some works
of monumental art (mostly church-type), paying the fees
with the money earned, which amounted to 3. 300 lei. The
involvement in such works had undoubtedly facilitated the
formation of some craft and craft skills, but we must not
forget the fact that some had transformed such activities
into habits while neglecting the original creative activity
after the graduation.

Although they didn’t have a large and adequate exhibition
space, the habit of organising exhibitions at the end of
each school year was not given up, because the quality of
the artistic movement revealed the need to establish the
School and the Academy - with undeniable arguments.
The teaching staff was also aware of the fact that through
the carefully selected exhibits they could also achieve

an edifying popularisation of authentic art. By relating
aspects of the exhibitions’ success, the notes from the
press of the time imposed those kinds of manifestation
between the artistic events animating the cultural life in
the capital of Banat. We summarise here two reactions
from the press. The former one was facilitated by the
annual exhibition in June 1934, which was considered
,the beginning of a serious and prosperous artistic
movement in Banat”, and the latter by the works
performed at the end of the school year, in June 1938,
comprising ,the most successful items of sculpture,
painting, decorative art, drawing, graphic design etc.
Among the exhibited painting items | could note those of
Livia Popiti, Minca Constantinescu, Viad, Jenea, Brdndisz
and Martius. The last one was awarded with the first
prize at the year’s Contest in Bucharest, ,Artistic Youth”

- regarding the drawing class, the works of M. Weber,

M. Constantinescu, lulia Gheorghevici, Brdndisz, Adam
and Martius. Regarding the remarkable sculptures, we
can mention those of A. Chirilovici (compositions, silver
nude, portrait), A. Kéos, F. Kosahuba, from the industrial
decorative department, the copy of Michelangelo and
Csapd’s woman portrait. Here is the place where we can
prove that the Academy of Fine Arts has not forgotten to
pay a special attention to our practical life, applications,
platelets and the introduction of the industrial decorative
department, with its evening classes, which have been

so necessary, which had such beautiful results /.../ We
left behind the most interesting section of the exhibition,

Consideratii finale

Pe intreg parcursul existentei sale la Timisoara, Scoala
de arte frumoase (devenita Academie din 1935) si-a
desfasurat activitatea conform unui program specific
unei institutii de Tnvatamant de grad superior. Asa
cum se poate observa din dispunerea materiilor pe
ani de studiu, prin modul de organizare si desfasurare
a institutiei in cadrul atelierelor, precum si prin orele
teoretice, exista multd similitudine cu programul de

the one of professor Catul Bogdan, whose students had
presented wonderful stained glass windows and mosaic
projects (plus the successful model of a ceramic pavilion),
noting the names for others: S. Jenea, A. Pop, Paulina
Gheorghevici, Secuiu, Rudniak, Brandisz. The merits are
abundantly reflected on the teaching staff and the leaders
of the Academy, the engineer Victor Vlad and sculptor
Stefan Gombosiu. Yet we shall return to the Academy that
fills a void in our province™.

Final considerations

Throughout its existence, the School of Fine Arts from
Timisoara (which became an Academy in 1935) carried
out its activity according to the specific program of an
institution of higher education. As we can notice from

the organisation of subjects by years of study, through
the organisation and development of the institution in
workshops, as well as through the theoretical classes,
there is a high degree of similitude with the state program.
The strong desire not to abdicate from the structure and
exigencies of such a program manifested in an edifying
way given the decision to extend the duration of courses
to five years. The fact that there is a sensitive approach
of one’s way of thinking and application of teaching rules
is also proved by the acceptance of the transfer from

an institution to another (it is true that the one from
Timisoara to the other academies was more frequent in
the first years of study).

In total, during the eight years in Timisoara the School
(the Academy) was attended by 367 students (190 -

the pedagogical department and 177 - the artistic
department). The difference in favour of the pedagogical
department is even bigger if we consider the fact that
lately there were only two (delayed because of the army
service) of the 66 students who did not belong to the
artistic department. Considering only the newly enrolled
ones, the School (Academy) of Fine Arts from Timisoara
had completed the artistic education of 122 students. We
mustn'’t forget the fact that from November 15, 1937, a
number of 57 students were provided with the evening
course of drawing and sketches (extended for two years),
paying fees and receiving high-level and demanding
specialised guidance from prof. Julius Podlipny.

In Timisoara it has been proved that the Academy
fulfilled its purpose with maximum efficiency - besides
the constant frequency - as it highlighted the value of
some personalities, who were rigorously integrated in
the didactic and artistic activity of the contemporary

As it was also pointed out in the press of the time, shortly
after its appearance in Timisoara the ,purpose of a
School of Fine Arts goes far beyond the actual school staff
and concentrates on a much wider role, that of serving as
an educational and artistic factor of this province...”. And
indeed, the facts confirmed all this: due to the end-of-year
exhibitions, the activity of the graduates, and especially

to the mentoring teachers, outstanding artists of the time,
the cultural life in the capital of Banat registered a pulse
it had never experienced before. Yet its stimulating effects
were more edifyingly reflected over a period of time when
the artistic energies, which had been trained here, got
more mature.

Introducere

Facultatea de Arte si Design' a cunoscut in cei

30 de ani de activitate neintreruptd o dezvoltare
constantd, prin infiintarea de noi specializari si prin
perfectionarea continud a procesului de invatare.
Istoria sa coincide cu istoria postcomunista a
Romaniei, fiind astfel paradigmaticd pentru modul in
care invatamantul superior vocational si-a construit
bazele in anii incerti ai tranzitiei, dar si pentru felul
cum si-a consolidat statutul in decursul anilor 2000
si, mai ales, dupad integrarea Romaniei in structurile
Uniunii Europene. Scoala nu reprezintd insa doar
conceptul abstract de institutie, ea este alcatuitd din
oameni - profesori si studenti - care au imprimat
de-a lungul anilor anumite caracteristici, conform unui
spirit al locului.

Introduction

During its 30 years of continuous activity, the Faculty
of Arts and Design’ has experienced a continuous
development by launching new departments and
continuously improving the process of learning. Its
history coincides with the postcommunist history of
Romania, as it was paradigmatimatic in the way in
which the vocational higher education has built up it
foundation during the uncertain years of transition,
and given the way it has consolidated its status in the
2000s and especially after the integration of Romania
in the structures of the European Union. Yet the school
does not only represent the abstract concept of intuition,
it consists of people - professors and students - who
have transmitted several characteristics over the years,
according to a local spirit. The legacy of art tradition in
Timisoara also represented an important aspect needed
to define the specifics of the faculty. The first professors
teaching in 1990 were the neo-avant-garde artists from
Timisoara (Constantin Flondor, Romul Nutiu, Peter
Jecza, Doru Tulcan); among these there were those who
practised the experimental pedagogical methods at the
Art High-school from Timisoara in the 70s and 80s.

The history of higher art education is marked by three
important stages. Between 1933 and 1942 the School of
Fine Arts activated in Timisoara, after it was moved from
Cluj together with some of the professors among which
Romul Ladea, Catul Bogdan and Alexandru Popp. In
1960, the Faculty of Fine Arts was established within the
Pedagogical Institute, ending its activity in 1979, when

the vocational education was undergoing a period of
reorganization, imposed by the communist regime. The
painter Aurel Breilean had an important role in founding
the institution, he was also the head of department for
the vocational disciplines throughout the two decades of
activity.

Essential moments, transformations,
accumulations

After a period of interruption which lasted for more than
a decade, the academic artistic education resumed in
Timisoara in 1990, again at the initiative of professor
Breilean, who founded the department of Art Pedagogy
within the Faculty of Letters. This first step was essential
in the re-establishment of an independent faculty, which
aimed to be in tune with the trends of contemporary art’.

Thus was born the Faculty of Arts, where both fine arts
and music were studied at the beginning. It was only

in 1996 when the two fields of education organized
themselves in distinct faculties: the Faculty of Fine Arts and
the Faculty of Music.

Aurel Breilean was the first dean between 1990 and
1996, from the very beginning he collaborated with

the best professors and specialists from Timisoara in
order to organise the departments°. He was also an
excellent professor of technical drawing and descriptive
geometry, evoked by those he had taught as: “meticulous,
persevering, he did not permit you to be messed up or
leave his course without knowing everything he had
taught.” The next deans were: Constantin Flondor (1996-
1999), Dumitru Serban (1999-2008), Adriana Lucaciu
(2008-2012), Vica Tild Adorian (2012-2019) and Camil
Mihdescu (at present).

The first professors who laid the foundations of
specializations existing during the very first years were:
Romul Nutiu, Constantin Flondor and lon Sulea Gorj
(painting), Suzana Fantanariu, Constantin Catargiu

and Gabriel Kazinczy (graphics), Peter Jecza and Béla
Szakdts (sculpture), Adrian M. Marian and Krisztina
Nagy (design), Magdolna Ziman, Doina Mihdilescu and
Rodica Banciu (textile arts). This was followed by the co-
optation of assistants among academy graduates from
Bucharest, Cluj or lasi (Adriana Lucaciu, Dieter Penteliuc-
Cotosman, Daniela Constantin, Dacian Andoni, Eugen
Barzu), and the employment of graduates from the first
generations of the Faculty of Art Timisoara (Vica Tild
Adorian, Valentina Stefdnescu, Camil Mihdescu, Cristian
Sida, Liliana Mercioiu Popa)’. Graphics and Painting were
the specializations which, besides the Pedagogy of Art,
had the first students in 1990, as they also were the first
accredited sections®.

From the very beginning, the painting was oriented
towards new details and the Western art®. In 1998,

an interesting solution consisted in the introduction,

for several years, of a system of alternative modules

by which the student could choose a professor or
another. Constantin Flondor considered this type of
cooperation between the professor and his student as
being stimulative and motivating, thus improving the
pedagogical process'™.

The graphics section promoted not only a free and
experimental spirit, initially stimulated especially by
Suzana Fantanariu, but also the perfection of the
engraving and drawing techniques. The collaboration
between the graphics section and the engraving
workshop, Graphium, which functioned in Timisoara
starting with the 80s, was essential to reach the technical
skills. In 1995 the student core formed around the
Graphium led to the organization of a great exhibition,

the Student Engraving Biennial Salon “Graphium?,
whose goal was to confront different engraving schools
from the country. The event stopped at its first edition but
it was complex enough in order to emphasize the desire
to approach individual and experimental solutions in the
case of the participants from Timisoara.’

In 1991 three other specializations appeared: Sculpture,
Design and Textile Arts, yet each of these followed its own
direction and set up its own identity.

In the mid-1990s, the sculpture school in Timisoara was
perceived as more free and open, oriented towards the
use of unconventional materials for making abstract
compositions, and less towards the academic figurative
modeling™.

Over the years, the curriculum developed by the Design
department has branched out into several in-depth
routes. Thus, in the mid-2000s, there were some courses
which operated within the frames of the Faculty such

as the Multimedia Design (for a limited period of time),
Product Design, Graphic Design and Environmental
Design.

A really special moment in the history of this department
was marked by the Multimedia Design between 2003
and 2010 (the year when the last generation graduated),
a unique program in the educational institutions of the
same profile in Romania. It was the initiative of Dieter
Penteliuc-Cotosman who, in spite of all difficulties, could
argument the need for “the interactive design and 2D
and 3D animation, static and dynamic image post-
processing”™. This specialization offered a curriculum
considered by students as actual, in the progressive spirit
of the pedagogy practised in the Art High-school in the
1970s’®.

The organization of the Textile, Fashion and Ceramics
Specializations fluctuated a lot during the 30 years, up
to the current solution according to which the Fashion
Design represents a distinct specialization within the
Design and Applied Arts department, and the Textile Arts
and Ceramics are reunited under the title of Decorative
Arts within the same department.

In the period between 2001 and 2004, the name of Textile
Arts (Tapestry contexts and Fashion prints) is replaced
with the one of Decorative Arts. In 2004 they created

the specialization of Decorative Arts (ceramics - glass -
metal), and the Textiles will be organized as a separate
specialization under the name of Decorative Arts (textile
arts).

Overall, the first 5 years of activity of the Faculty of Arts
were marked by the difficulty of finding suitable places
for the activities specific to arts. There was no building
dedicated to the Faculty of Arts during that period of time
so the various specializations were allocated temporary
spaces for arranging workshops in student dormitories
C15 and C16, in the building of the Faculty of Chemistry
on Pestalozzi Street, at the headquarters of the West
University - in the halls but also on the transit corridors
between the buildings -, in the building of the Old

City Hall in Libertdtii Square. A highly special and new
situation was marked by the activity of the Textile Arts in
the Botanical Park, in the fall of 1991, and its removal in
the next semester to a space of the Ethnographic Museum
in the Theresia Bastion'’.

The faculty obtained its permanent headquarters where
it moved its whole activity in 1995, a former high-school
dormitory on the Bogddnestilor street, nr.32'¢. Despite
all the recurrent disadvantages mentioned by those who
used to be professors or students during that period of
time - a relatively large distance from the administrative
headquarters of the West University, the precariousness
of the building and the small size of the rooms (former
bedrooms) where the workshops and classrooms were
improperly arranged - this event represented a relevant
step in strengthening the status of the young generation

In 2002 the faculty was moved into the building on Oituz
street no. 4, a renovated body of the former Austrian
military barracks dating from the XVilith century. Located
in the city centre, a few minutes away from the Unirii
Square, this headquarters represented an approapriate
solution to the needs of a vocational educational
institution. Dumitru Serban, the dean in office at that
time, highlighted the importance of obtaining the seat for
the growth of the Faculty on every level?*.

Moreover, the location of the headquarters in the central
area facilitated the involvement of students in the local
cultural life, both as an audience of events in art galleries,
most of them located in the centre of the town, and as
protagonists of exhibitions organized in the Attic Gallery®,
on the top level of the Faculty.

Another essential moment in the development of the
institution was the establishment of the Doctoral School
in 2003 at the initiative of that dean, sculptor Dumitru
Serban. Constantin Prut was the first doctoral coordinator
in the domain of fine arts in Timisoara paving the way for
differentiated specializations and professional progress.

The 2000s and the establishment of new
specializations

During the 2000s new specializations were established
and subsequently accredited such as: Conservation-
Restoration (2002), Decorative Arts (Ceramics-Glass-Metal)
(2004), Photo-Computerized video image processing
(2006), the History and Theory of Arts (2008), Fashion-
Fashion Design (2010).

Doina Mihdilescu, a former professor of Textile

in 2002 by involving the students in activities related to
the preservation of heritage assets by investigating the
state of conservation, contributing to the elaboration of
preliminary documentation or effective interventions like,
among many others, those from the Lupsa monastery
(Alba county) or the Tismana monastery (Gorj county)?”.

Starting with 2004, the specialization of Decorative Arts
will split in Decorative Arts (ceramics - glass — metal)

- a specialization which became independent with the
arrival to Timisoara of Gloria Grati, a ceramist who
had completed her studies at Cluj - and Decorative Arts
(textile arts). Over the next few years, the Textile Arts and
Ceramics will unify under the name of Decorative Arts
from 2005 to 2006, and then again, starting with 2015.
Between 2006 and 2015 they had functioned separately
as Textile Arts - Textile Design, Fashion - Fashion Design
(starting with 2010), respectively, Ceramics, Glass, Metal
(between 2012 and 2014) 8,

The need to set up a Photo-Video section was also evident
at Timisoara, like in the other profile universities in the
country. The first year when admission was organized
was 2006, and then the specialization increased in
number of students year by year. Among those who laid
the foundations of this specialization was Stelian Acea,
who pointed out not only the importance of technical
competencies from the image capture to its post-
processing, but also those themes which were relevant for
the experimentation with compositional principles and
with those related to luminosity?°.

Regarding the theoretical disciplines and the
establishment of some specializations focused on these,
the runway was longer. The courses of art history were
initially entrusted to professor Deliu Petroiu (until his
retirement in 1995), who had also taught in the 60s
and 70s, when the faculty functioned within the frames
of the Pedagogical Institute. In 1991 lleana Pintilie, a
museographer of the Art section of the Banat Museum,
will also start her teaching activity. Later, Cristian Velescu,
Constantin Prut, Alexandra Titu and loan lovan will join
her in teaching the courses of theoretical disciplines.

The difficulties regarding the establishment of a
theoretical specialization could be overcome at the end

of the 2000s*°. The History and Theory of Arts enjoyed
their first series of students in 2008. The bachelor cycle
continued to function until 2018, then only the master’s
degree in the History of Art, Heritage and Curation were
considered a possibility of theoretical study.

The Fashion-Fashion Design department started to
function under this name starting with 2010, until then

it was included in the specializations of Textile Arts or
Decorative Arts. In this new formula, initially organized
by Minodora Tulcan and then by Andreea Plade Flondor,
the section created its own specificity by approaching the
clothing design in relationship with certain contemporary
concepts such as clothing object, stylism or fashion
management.

Exhibitions and academic research

The relationship of the academic environment with

the cultural life of the town of Timisoara was constant
throughout the 30 years of activity. The professors

and students or the former students were the main
protagonists of the exhibitions in the town. Moreover,
some of these laid the foundation of several long-lasting
events - some of them are still active - with a national
and international impact®’. Starting with 2015-2016 they

Initiated
in 1993 by lleana Pintilie, the festival consisted of four editions, (1993,
1996, 1999 and 2002) initially deployed in the space, which is still in
ruin, of the Art Museum, then on the stage of the Hungarian Theatre
and in the space provided to the Memorial of the Revolution. During the
four editions, there were a lot of professors and students of the Faculty
of Arts and Design who supported the organisation of the festival (Sorin
Vreme, Liliana Mercioiu Popa, Gloria and Tudor Vreme, the H.ARTA
group, Levente Kozma), and the “enthusiastic public of the festival
always consisted of students”. (lleana Pintilie in an email interview,
August 12, 2020).The International Biennial of Experimental Engraving
was initiated in 2003 by Ciprian Ciuclea, a graduate of the Graphics
section. The first two editions took place at Timisoara, then the event
moved to Mogosoaia and Bucharest. The International Biennial of Small
Engraving ,Graphium’, coordinated by Ciprian Chirileanu, a student

Festivalul StudentFest a debutat n 1992, fiind in totalitate o
initiativa studenteasca.

scale events - in locations such as the Art Museum, the
Timco Halls and the Museum of Transport or on the stage
of the National Theatre, lulius Mall and Vox Technology
Park (in the case of the Fashion department) - meant to
present the diploma papers of students and MA students
to make their creation known by a wider public. Over
the years, in the academic research there were a lot of
conferences organized in the space of the Attic Gallery,

as well as a series of publications (collective volumes

or magazines) under the coordination of the Faculty’s
professors. The Symposium conferences, coordinated

by Adriana Lucaciu, were organised under the auspices
of the Romanian Academy within the Academic Days
Timisorene and facilitated the publication of four volumes
reuniting studies which reflect the research work of
professors and PhD candidates 3. At the initiative of
Daniela Constantin, in the period between 2014 and
2017, they published the most valuable theses held within
the frames of the Doctoral School. The volumes, published
at the Eurostampa Publishing House, are reunited in the
Academis collection®*.There were also several initiatives
regarding the publication of some periodical issues. The
Perspective magazine, published at the initiative of Camil
Mihdescu, was issued six times in 2010, the Isomorphisms
magazine, a project carried out by Alexandra Titu and
Sorin Oncu, had two issues in 2012, the Notebook of Arts
and Design magazine, coordinated by losif Mihailo, was
launched in 2014, and it is still continued. In 2019, at the
initiative of Andreea Lazea, the department of Art History
and Theory organised an international conference, Art,
Memory and Identity. The establishment of research
centres® was an important step towards undertaking a
coherent and sustained research activity.

To commemorate, in the anniversary hour, all the

stages experienced by the education in Timisoara,

can also be the occasion of a necessary balance. If
during my considerations | will know how to avoid the
trivial connotations of the term, | might manifest as

an ,archeologist of the spirit’, eager to investigate the
succession of “spiritual ages” in the artistic education, as it
has developed in Timisoara over the time. By extension, |
will have to take the dynamics of artistic life in Timisoara
into account, as it has manifested, practically supporting
the artistic education, or rather serving as its basis.
However, as such a project would only fit between the
covers of a comprehensive volume, my approach will take
the rather “humble” form of a critical evaluative essay.

In sketching this sui generis balance, | shall invoke the
pertinent and subtle observation of an art historian,
Ernst Hans Gombrich, the one who, in his History of Arts,
emphasises that the living artistic phenomenon, which
practically “doubles” the history of humanity, is composed
of an unbroken line of masters and disciples. Since the
latter ones have also become masters, we may suppose
that the humble composer of prehistoric forms is related
through the creative energies that animate him with a
Phidias, for example, and he - through his connection
with Michelangelo -, is a ,good relative” with Rodin and
Brancusi or any other artist of modernity. Considered
from this extremely generous viewpoint, the ages making
up the phenomenon, named by us the “history of art’,
no longer appear like islands separated by abyssal and
impassable stamens, they rather take the form of a
continuous and dense fabric, made up of the creative
effort off all those who, over the time, have expressed
themselves by means of artistic signs. Mutatis mutandis,
Gombrich’s observation, can be also used to write the
history of art education in Timisoara.

It is not possible to indicate proper names in a simple
sketch of the history of art education in Timisoara without
assuming the risk of omission, especially the one of
injustice. When the sketch takes the form of a summary,
or perhaps even the one regarding the summary of a
summary, the proper names can become real “black
holes” where the whole “real” information tends to be
absorbed. That is the reason why there was an idea
influencing me in the auroral age of my activity as an art
historian and critic, the one to write a coherent history
of art without appealing to proper names, which is still
tempting me, at a time when - evoking the title of an
admirable lied of Richard Strauss - | am already ,in the
purple of the evening”

In my approach, I shall betray the principles of the project
mentioned above - the history of art without proper
names - just enough to include an autobiographical
“chip” in my word, which is not disconnected from a
fragment of ,artistic topology in Timisoara” that | would
like to draw your attention on. It is surely a simple
coincidence - yet, it is so relevant! - that the science of
,making the image” was transmitted in a small area

of the town, within the perimeter of the ,fortress” or
sligtly exceeding it. As if the spirit had been searching

for its proper places to manifest itself along the time.

Last century, in the 60%, -, Time has passed so fast!

[...] Years have passed so fast!”, as a beautiful poem of
Constantinos Kavafis states-, the High-School of Fine

Arts and Music was housed in the former Franciscan
monastery. The much larger workshops could be found
on the very upper floor, where the windows provided

a very close look at the walls of the Synagogue. In the
generation | used to be a part of, the ninth grade students
were divided in two workshops led by two young students.
Some of these became Constantin Flondor’s students,

and the others became the students of Stefan Bertalan.

I was one of the latter’s. On the very first workshop day

I was told that the paths leading to one and the same
goal could be very different. The pedagogical skills of the
two teachers were distinct. The other colleagues were
confronted with the rigours of the study in coal from the
first day. Almost laughing, the teacher told us, the others:
,Go out, in the park, and play!”. It was understood that
the game involved brushes, watercolours, ink and the
caps of ,gouache’, while we were supposed to find the
topics and motives by ourselves. In the ,Park of the New
Clinics”, where we stopped, | did not know what to do with
my freedom. Feeling my heart tight and longing for studly,
in the park, which appeared so immense to me, | felt more
captive than if I had been in the barracks whose walls |
could see among the trees, beyond the ,Calea Aradului”.

As in a happy moment of my existence | became a teacher
at the Faculty of Arts and Design of the West University in

an impressive permanent art exhibition. Evading the
museum dimension, which would risk mortifying it, it is
presented like a living organism, like a sensitive diagram
of the pedagogical act carried out at the Faculty of

Arts. While continuously admiring the students’ artistic
suggestions and thinking of the observation of Gombrich,
| often told myself that, no matter how shocking by
their creative courage and modernity, the works of our
students highlight, in their intimate structure, the signs
of pedagogy marked by the generation of founders, for
example, the pedagogy of Romul Ladea, who is only
one outstanding example of the illustrious series of
masters. It is exciting to realise that the ,installationism”,
or ,actionism” practised by our students are secretly
dependent on the severe lessons of academic drawing

- of Julius Podlipny, for example -, while the students
engaged in the already mentioned artistic explorations
were not always aware of a certain origin. To claim
them to be aware of all these would certainly be an
absurd demand, as we would transform them into the
,archeologists” and , historians” not only of their own
creations, but also of the school they attended. Without
knowing, at every moment of their existence as creators,
those generations of pedagogue artists have worked
hard to develop the instruments they approached, the
fact does not become less significant and, of course, less
emotional.

What the eye of a visitor of the magnificent daily
exhibition can notice from the first moment is the general
coherence of the artistic discourse, despite the differences
of vision ar artistic temperament, which are natural
even for some exhibitors who have not passed their
training years yet. The coherent discourse is perceived as
a reflection of the unity of substance, noticeable both at
the level of the message and at that of the pure artistic
language, in the structures of graphic works, paintings,
sculptures and uniquitous installations. You can meet
them everywhere, in workshops, on the halls, in the large
yard of the former barracks. Through its very extension,
which is dynamic and living, always expressing the
change and renewal, the magnificent exhibition recalls
the celebrations of the Renaissance, where the works

of art used to transform into real objects of workship,

in a ritual whose natural resumption did not exclude
contradiction, the scholarly dispute or even the idea of
competition. The artistic language used by the students
from Timisoara is one of the last minute ones, and

we consider it a virtue, due to the admirable esthetic
curiosity of young people, even of very young creators,

who are eager to absorb new forms of communication,
simply to make them up. In the approach of the “last
minute” expressive modalities, the contribution of the
teaching staff was really significant, as the pedagogy

they used in order to transmit the updated information
combined with the power of their own creation. Just like

in any great school of contemporaneity, in the school
from Timisoara we notice a productive communication
between students and professors, the exchange of ideas
continuing to stay alive even when the interlocutors are no
longer face to face, in the space provided by the workshop
or the classroom. The dialogue between the professor and
his disciple, carried out on two or more voices, continues
naturally through their works, in the contemporary artistic
life, once they have become colleagues. It is worth noting
that in this act of communication the initiative is related
not only to teachers. The pure curiosity and the desire to
know the students are meant to stimulate the teacher in
granting the maximum freedom of expression to those he
guides.

Within the limits of the Romanian art education, we
notice that only a few decades ago, masters who have
been worshiped today generated a “school” around

their names. This is a phenomenon which did not avoid,
it rather imposed the stylistic or visionary imitation.
Through the living and always renewed exhibition,
continuously perceived by the professors and students

of the Faculty of Art and Design, for the simple reason
that they live, learn and create within its perimeter, it is
proved that the old pedagogy - the mimetic type - was
abandoned. The main preoccupation of the teachers from
Timisoara consists in discovering the natural endowment
of each disciple and in shortening his path in the effort of
self-knowledge. Knowing himself, the disciple is going to
discover his own creative way.

The exhibited works of art approach different languages,
corresponding not only to the languages of different

arts and technigues, but also to the personal language
of each exhibiting student, recalling the biblical episode
of The Babel Tower through their polyphony. Yet, unlike
the biblical episode, the artistic languages and idioms

do not interfere entropically, on the contrary, they keep
the harmony and transmit a coherent message, which
develops in the form of a spiritual structure that supports
the material construction from the inside, as the shelter
building of the Faculty of Art and Design had been made
of bricks and mortar. The ,ordering function”is held by a
mysterious conductor, a multi-personal being, made up
of the spirit and, surely, of the work of all masters who
had been connected to the art education of Timisoara, the
ones who used to be disciples.

How would you describe the period of
your mandate/mandates?

1989 marked a significant and historical moment
not only for the town and country, but also for the
West University Timisoara itself.

At that time, Aurel Breilean, professor at the West
University, was making the research of study
programs in order to set up the highert art education
here, in Timisoara. | joined him in this study and
research.

Thus, in 1990, I was solicited to plead and submit a
memorandum to the Ministry of Education in order
to sustain the cause of a significant destiny, the
development of some professors and personalities
in the field of culture and in this area of the country
(back then, besides the Institute of Arts "Nicolae
Grigorescu” from Bucharest, there were also an
Institute of Arts at Cluj-Napoca, “lon Andreescu”, and
one at lasi “George Enescu’).

I think it was an important chance for me to

meet the Minister of Education, Mr. Mihai Sora, a
philosopher and outstanding personality, to know
him in the 1970s, when He visited the Art High-school
Timisoara. At that time, the minister’s counselor,
Mircea Malita, came in order to support and orient
the high-school according to a unique experimental
program at Timisoara.

This personality, as well as the special orientation of
Mr. Sora, stimulated the unconditional foundation of
higher art education in our town.

In 1993, as the head of the department, invited by
the ELIA, together with lecturer Marcel Breilean and

I organised the participation of the European art
schools in the International Biennial from Maastricht.
A first possibility of integration and exchange of
experience. The faculty became an ELIA member in
the same year.

In 1996, as the dean of the Faculty of Arts, while
getting an autonomous but still inadequate space on
the Bogddnestilor street, in a block of flats, | started
to study both the educational programs and plans
again by comparing them to the structure of those
already existing at Bucharest and Cluj, and especially
those existing in Europe. We made everything we
could to make the flats turn into workshops, labs,
libraries, classrooms...

While I was a dean, my goal was to reach an
optional teacher-student relationship system in the
sense of a double option: the years of study become
the product of a choice, the student is recommended
the right specialty teacher while the student can
choose the professor he aspires to.

Returning to the past of the history of art education
in our country, in the old Academy, this principle
was there, around the 30s, the student could decide
and choose to start his noviciate either with Camil
Ressu, loan Steriade or Eustatiu Stoenescu! Yet the
educational reform in 1948 annuled this habit and
everything was meant to be decided from above,
unilaterally.

Given a system of alternative (optional) modules, in
1998, at the Faculty of Arts, Timisoara, (the painting
department), we could re-introduce this ,old/new
habit” of cooperation between the professor and his
student. The students from the three years of study
(IL111,1V) were asked to choose the right teachers for
their individual route. Every year the professors could
reasset (renew) their proposals and the students
could preserve or modify their options. A double
refresh was obtained: on one hand, partner teachers
with motivated offers, strenghtened by a positive
feed-back, on the other hand, a ,working together”
environment between the enthusiasm of young
students and the experience of the older generations.
And a victory: the final quality.

its peculiarity and relevance in the subsequent
becoming of the institution. How would you
describe the period of your mandate/mandates?

2012 was the first of the eight years spent as the
dean of the Faculty of Arts and Design, and it
coincided with the transformation of the entire
management of our university, a period of time
defined by a new managerial vision, aiming at the
fixation of the West University Timisoara among the
most important educational and cultural institutions
in the country and abroad.

Being at the beginning of the implementation of

the new law of education, there were numerous
challenges regarding its application, with all the
shortcomings related to the insufficient financing of
education, acutely felt at all levels. Moreover, besides
all these, as a consequence of the law of education,
and at the decision of our university’s Senate, a whole
generation of teachers, valuable artists of Timisoara,
and not only, were retired, unbalancing the staff
structure and endangering the doctoral school, which
had been set up with great effort in the previous
years.

The years that followed were not only years of
sacrifice but also of accomplishments. They were
found in the financial recovery of the university

and implicitly of the faculty, in the revival of the
doctoral school, or in the maintenance of the
number of students given that other faculties were
losing half of their students, by increasing the
number of professors, through the diversification

of the educational offer and the organisation of
numerous exhibitions and cultural activities, and the
development of partnerships with similar institutions
in the country or with the civil society and, last but
not least, through a close connection between the
professors of the two departments and the students.

| believe that for a teacher the steadfast and precious
memories regarding the institution where he works
are indisolubly related to the work with his disciple.

I have pleasant memories when look into bachelor
theses and dissertations and | consider that the effort
of our work is found to a large extent in the inspired
creations of our students, which always makes

me happy and proud that | am a professor of this
school of art and the colleague of so many valuable
generations of graduates.

I don‘t think that it would be correct to tell that 5,

10, 15 or 20 years ago there were better generations
than now. And | cannot state that the present
generations are more performing than those in the
past. Self-confidence is developed in time, it must be
implanted by teachers in the very first year of study

Therewith, like in the
case of artistic careers, given the diversification of
promotional channels, | don't think the art market
is still exclusively dependent on the financial power
of the potential local or regional consumers, in the
context of a need for an increase and diversification
of the local network of specialized galleries meant
to provide an activity to support and promote the
young graduates.

In this context, the Faculty of Arts and Design,
Timisoara, has been and must continue to be an
active and fostering factor of the regional and
national cultural artistic movement, being aware of
its formative mission both at the educational and
social level, due to its permanent connection to the
novelty of the field it serves in order to be able, with
the training of future specialists in the domain, to
remain one of the important cultural vectors of the
place.

Visual arts between education and professional
affirmation

If you cross the Oituz street in Timisoara, a street that
borders the historical centre of the town to the north,
you will undoubtedly notice the ochre-yellow aspect of a
building that is distinguished by means of its proportion,
style and colour. Gray until yesterday, the building was
erected in the middle of the eighteenth century (1753),
provided with the utilitarean function of a military
establishment, embedded within in the city halls, near
the entrance gate known as the Vienna Gate.1 Having

a simple and rectangular plan, a longitudinal corridor
ensuring the access to the vaulted spaces - former
bedrooms, raised on three levels, the building is part of
the baroque complex in the vicinity, without abusing of
the style’s characteristics. Renovated in the 19th century,
without any major interventions, the facade reveals its
austerity, being rhythmically divided only by the by the
attached pilasters which correspond, in the inside, to the
division of the spaces into spans. An arched portal and
four medallions contrast the curved line with the elements
with a horizontal or vertical extension of the facade.
Preserved in this form, the barracks, as it was known in
the city, kept its usefulness for two and a half centuries.
In the summer of 2000, the building was transferred
from the patrimony of the Ministry of Defence to that

of the Ministry of Education and attributed to the West
University of Timisoara.1

" As the state of conservation was precarious, the consolidation and
renovation works started in the autumn of the same year, when the
building was assigned to the Faculty of Fine Arts of the same institution.
Transformed into an educational place, on October 2002, the new
headquarters hosted the opening of the new academic year, and the
students ,from the arts” started their activity here, after many years,
perhaps after too many years, waiting. The changes that took place

At the upper level, the attic - recovered through an ingenious
project of the faculty’s design department, provides a multifunctional
space becoming, as needed, a conference room, a workshop, gallery
of art or a ceremony room. The simes of each specialisation, as well

as the entire precinct of the faculty, can be considered a gallery of
contemporary art. Here one can see the paintings, sculptures, graphic
design and decorative art of the artist-professors, of some outstanding
personalities of the Romanian art and not only, the works of some
students and graduates. Moreover, the art studios reunite the works
made by students under the coordination of their teachers and can be
visited by the curious ones to get in touch with the intimacy of the place
and art.

Six years after this event, the higher art education in Timisoara
celebrates its 75th anniversary.
